Dr. A.K. Agarwal, President, chaired the meeting.

Dr. A.K. Agarwal welcomed the members to the meeting.

The following agenda was discussed :-

(i) A  Sting Operation Jonk, conducted by News Nation Channel which showed involvement of doctors /Diagnostic Centers in practice of accepting/giving commission in relation to the diagnosis of the patients, in violation of Regulation 6.4 of the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations, 2002.
The Delhi Medical Council expressed its concern at the growing menace of practice of commission and rebates spreading in the medical fraternity, as have been brought out by the recent media reports.  The Delhi Medical Council unequivocally deplores such practices, as the same bring disrepute to the profession.  The Delhi Medical Council observes that the doctor should refrain from accepting/offering rebates and commission in any manner directly or indirectly in relation to the treatment of the patient.  In this regard, all medical practitioners are legally and morally obliged to adhere to Regulation 6.4 of the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations, 2002, and also comply with Regulation 7.19 of the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations, 2002, the contents of which are reproduced herein-below, failing which they shall be liable for disciplinary action. 
6.4- Rebates and Commission :
6.4.1 – “A physician shall not give, solicit, or receive nor shall he offer to give solicit or receive, any gift, gratuity, commission or bonus in consideration of or return for the referring, recommending or procuring of any patient for medical, surgical or other treatment. A physician shall not directly or indirectly, participate in or be a party to act of division, transference, assignment, subordination, rebating, splitting or refunding of any fee for medical, surgical or other treatment.

6.4.2. Provisions of para 6.4.1 shall apply with equal force to the referring, recommending or 

procuring by a physician or any person, specimen or material for diagnostic purposes or other study / work. Nothing in this section, however, shall prohibit payment of salaries by a qualified physician to other duly qualified person rendering medical care under his supervision”.
7.19-
“A Physician shall not use touts or agents for procuring patients”.

A circular/notification regarding these observations be put on the Delhi Medical Council’s website and the same shall also be published in the Delhi Medial Association’s Bulletin for sensitisizing and cautioning the medical practitioners.  A public notice stating that ‘some doctors are indulging in seeking and giving cuts and commissions for referring the patients.  Such practice is in violation of Code of Ethics of the medical profession.  All registered doctors of the Delhi Medical Council are directed not to indulge in such practices.  Violation of this directive shall attract disciplinary action by the Delhi Medical Council against the delinquent doctor’ be also published in the leading dailies of the city. 
The Council further observed that a Committee will be constituted, comprising the following members, which shall frame certain guidelines in relation to regulation of diagnostic centers and laboratories and make its recommendations to the Government of NCT of Delhi with a request that the Government bring in a legislation, in this regard.
