The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Narain Dutt Joshi,r/o, 389-G, Pocket-II, Mayur Vihar, Phase-1, Delhi-110091, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nidhi Aggarwal and Dr. Padma Khokhar, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter late Smt. Madhvi at E.S.I. Hospital, Jhilmil Colony, Delhi-110095, resulting in her death on 29.5.2012.
The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  14th May, 2015  is  reproduced herein-below :

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Narain Dutt Joshi,(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nidhi Aggarwal and Dr. Padma Khokhar, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter late Smt. Madhvi at E.S.I. Hospital, Jhilmil Colony, Delhi-110095,(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) resulting in her death on 29.5.2012  
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, copy of medical records of ESI Hospital, Jhilmil, Delhi, copy of post mortem No. 542/2012 dated 1st June, 2012, viscera chemical analysis, histopathology report, final opinion as to cause of death in respect of post mortem report No. 542/2012 dated 1st June, 2012 and other documents on record.  

It is noted that patient late Smt.Madhvi, 31 years old female was admitted in Obst & Gynae department of ESI Hospital, Jhilmil on 27th May 2012 at  about  3:30 Am with  diagnosis  of  primigravida  at  39+4weeks  pregnancy
with pain abdomen , Rh Negative, history of cough for last 2-3 days and increased BP on that day.Her general condition was fair with pulse 84/minute, BP.130/80mm Hg, Respiratory system and Cardiovascular system-NAD, Pedal edema+. Her vitals ver stable. Her labor was augmented, patient   was   given   intravenous   fluids,  epidosin, Buscopan, 
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tramadol and syntosin. At 5:15am, patient suddenly became dyspneic when cervix was 8cm dilated, membranes were absent, Pulse was 90/min, BP 154/98 crepts. Nebulization was started with asthalin. SR anaesthesia called telephonically for help. Cardio-pulmonary resuscitation was done, however, She could not be revived. The Post Mortem report gave finding of pleurae were congested with pleural cavities containing about 1 litre of straw coloured fluid. Lungs were congested and edematous with frothy fluid on cut section. There was mentoposterior or brow presentation also but uterus was intact with ruptured membranes. The cause of death is most likely to be amniotic fluid embolism causing pulmonary edema, respiratory failure leading to cardiac arrest, which is clear from autopsy. There does not appear to be negligence, as amniotic fluid embolism is inevitable cause of maternal mortality.
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Nidhi Aggarwal and Dr. Padma Khokhar of E.S.I Hospital in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter late Smt. Madhvi.
Complaint stands disposed.  “
