The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Savita r/o. H.No. 1231, Maruti Vihar, Gurgaon, 122002, Haryana, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of different hospitals located in Gurgaon and Dr. S.K. Chadha and Dr. Shyam Aggarwal of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Shri Ram Dayal. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd April, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Savita (referred hereinafter as the complainant) r/o. H.No. 1231, Maruti Vihar, Gurgaon, 122002, Haryana, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of different hospitals located in Gurgaon and Dr. S.K. Chadha and Dr. Shyam Aggarwal of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Shri Ram Dayal. 

The Executive Committee noted that the complaint is against the doctors of different hospitals which are located in Gurgaon and against Dr. S.K. Chadha and Dr. Shyam Aggarwal of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and since Medical Council of India has referred this complaint to Haryana State Dental & Medical Council and Delhi Medical Council, the Delhi Medical Council will confine the scope of enquiry into issue of negligence, if any committed, in the treatment of patient late Ram Dayal by doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Shyam Aggarwal, HOD Medical Oncology, Dr. S.K. Chadha, Advisor, Deptt. of Thoracic Surgery and medical records of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and other documents on records.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient, Shri Raj Dayal, was diagnosed as a case of left pleural effusion in August 2010 in Gurgaon.  Patient was treated with anti-tubercular drugs.  As the patent did not improve, he took consultations at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital on 8.4.2011.  After CT Chest and other investigations, left decortications was done on 11.4.2011 for left empyema.  The pleural fluid did not show any evidence of malignancy.  The Histopathological examination showed pleural fibrosis and reactive mesothelial hyperplasia.  Due to persistence of pain, chest CT scan was repeated on 18.5.2011 which showed left sided encysted pleural effusion and pleural thickening and abnormal left posterior chest wall enchancement.  He was started on anti-tubercular treatment.  A PET scan was done on 8.7.2011 which showed pleural deposits within chest wall muscles involvement and diaphragmatic infiltration alongwith skeletal metastasis.  Based on suspicion of mesothelioma, CT guided FNAC was done and diagnosis of sarcomatoid mesothelioma was reached on 14.7.2011.  Patient received chemotherapy from 7.8.2011 at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital. 
In light of the above, it is observed that the patient was treated at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, as per accepted professional practices in such cases.  As the Histopathological examination did not show any evidence of malignancy in any of the post-operative specimens, the patient was managed with anti-tubercular drugs. However, due to persisting pain, a PET scan and guided biopsy was done which revealed the diagnosis of mesothelioma with skeletal metastasis.  The patient received chemotherapy, unfortunately, the prognosis of mesothelioma is poor.  
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It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to the patient, Shri Ram Dayal, at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd April, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 17th April, 2014.
