O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from SHO, Police Station Ranjit Nagar, New Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of doctors of Dr. RML Hospital for delay in initiation of MLC in reference to a patient named Smt. Shivani w/o. Shri Sunil r/o. A-102, Pandav Nagar (C.R. No. 2012/47244), Delhi.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th January, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from SHO, Police Station Ranjit Nagar, New Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of doctors of Dr. RML Hospital for delay in initiation of MLC in reference to a patient named Smt. Shivani w/o. Shri Sunil r/o. A-102, Pandav Nagar (C.R. No. 2012/47244), Delhi.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, written statement of Dr. Sunil Saxena, Head, Accident & Emergency Department, Dr. R.M.L. Hospital and other documents on record.

It is alleged in the representation of Police that on 11.10.2012, an information about an accident was received in Police Station vide DD No. 15A at 7.50 AM.  On enquiry it was found that one lady has fallen from DTC bus No. DL-1P-B-6342 at Naraina Road, near Pandav Nagar, Mor, Delhi within the jurisdiction of this Police Station.   The lady was identified as Smt. Shivani w/o. Sunil Prasad r/o. A-102, Pandav Nagar, Delhi.  She was found to be admitted in RML Hospital, Delhi.  Investigation Officer ASI Bijender Singh reached the hospital and the lady was under treatment.  Hence above mentioned case was registered on the basis of CR No. 47244/12.   It  was  told  by  the doctors on duty that the doctor who had 
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seen the injured has left the hospital after completing his duty without preparing the MLC and the MLC will be prepared by that concerned doctor only when he will  come.   But  on  the  next  day and the days after that no MLC was prepared by any of the doctors of the above hospital.  After several verbal requests the MLC of injured Smt. Shivani was prepared by the doctors on 22.10.2012.  Since the charge sheet of the above case is to be sent to the Court of law for conducting trial it has been observed that this delay in preparing the MLC will adversely affect the case.  It was the duty of the concerned doctor or CMO to prepare the MLC of the injured at once on the same day of incident.  But they have failed to do their duty.  It is requested that suitable action may kindly be initiated against the erring doctors / CMO.

Dr. Sunil Saxena, Head, Accident & Emergency Department in his written statement averred that Smt. Shivani had a fall from DTC bus on 11.10.2012 at 7.50 AM and was first attended by RLKC Memorial Heart Institute on 11.10.2012 at 8.20 AM, where ASI Bijender Singh attended her with her relatives as per FIR.  The MLC could have been made there itself.  ASI had already taken the bus No. DL-IP-B-6342 and spot verification was done, identified the driver also and case was registered.  Smt. Shivani was admitted in Dr. RML Hospital with complaint of Headache and heaviness in Head.  There was history of unconsciousness, vomiting and nasal bleed hence it was referred to Surgical Emergency (SE12) where doctor of concerned speciality referred her to Neurosurgery and patient was admitted vide CR No. 2012/47244 on 11.10.2012 at 10.02 AM.  There was no delay in the treatment.  As the case was referred by the RLKC Memorial Heart Institute, it was presumed that MLC might have been made there.  Hence resident doctor did not inform the Medical Officer on duty.  After receiving the complaints from the Police, an explanation for non  making  MLC  was  asked  from all the Medical Officer & Neurosurgery

SR’s and they were given warning also.  There was no delay in treatment and patient was saved.  There is no loss of vital evidence of investigation as stated by Police because there was spot verification.  However for making late MLC please forgive, as it was unintentional and oversight.  

The Executive Committee notes that Dr. Sunil Saxena, Head, Accident and Emergency Department, admitted to a lapse in initiating of MLC in the present case; however, subsequent to this complaint, they have issued office order directing all the concerned doctors to ensure completion of medico legal procedures in trauma cases.

In view of the above, the Executive Committee observed that even though doctors of RML Hospital were reasonably prompt in discharging their medical duty, they were found to be wanting as far as legal duty of initiating timely MLC was concerned, therefore, they are advised to be careful, so that such incidents do not repeat in future.  A copy of this Order be also send to Director Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi and Director General Health Services, Govt. of India, for issuing necessary instructions, in this regard, to all the hospitals functioning under their jurisdiction. 

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th January, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 15th January, 2014.
