O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sarandeep Singh r/o. A-379, Defence Colony, New Delhi – 110024, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Alka Gujral, A-158, Defence Colony, New Delhi - 110024, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Shrishty Kaur.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th January, 2014 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sarandeep Singh r/o. A-379, Defence Colony, New Delhi – 110024, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Alka Gujral, A-158, Defence Colony, New Delhi - 110024, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Shrishty Kaur.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Alka Gujral and Dy. Medical Superintendent, Max Super Speciality Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that Smt. Shrishty Kaur G3 P1+ A1 with 11 weeks and 4 days of pregnancy reported to Dr. Alka Gujral for consultation.  She was a diagnosed as a case of antiphospholipid syndrome based on previous abortion at 18 weeks.  The fetus was structurally normal at the time of previous abortion.  Histopathology of placenta also pointed towards APL syndrome.  In view of the aforementioned facts, it was totally justified to start ecosprin and LMWH.

It is also reported in the literature that in APS platelet count can be low in approx. 20% patients.  If the count is > 50,000, heparin can be safely started.  The fact that platelet count increased after steroid shows that it was due to APS.  

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Alka Gujral in the treatment administered by Dr. Alka Gujral to complainant’s wife Smt. Shrishty Kaur.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 6th January, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 15th January, 2014.
