The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from the office of DCP South District, forwarded by Deptt. of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri P.R. Nagar, Nigam Vidhyalaya, CPWD-II, Vasant Vihar, New Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Bhagwati Hospital, 1/113, Mehrauli, New Delhi – 110030, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Sunita and her new born baby at Bhagwati Hospital, resulting in baby’s death. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 2nd May, 2014 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from the office of DCP South District, forwarded by Deptt. of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri P.R. Nagar, Nigam Vidhyalaya, CPWD-II, Vasant Vihar, New Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Bhagwati Hospital, 1/113, Mehrauli, New Delhi – 110030, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Sunita (referred hereinafter as the patient) and her new born baby at Bhagwati Hospital, resulting in baby’s death. 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police and documents submitted therewith
The Executive Committee notes that the patient Smt. Sunita, 42 years old, female, was admitted to Bhagwati Hospital on 20.10.2011 at 1.05 PM with 28 weeks pregnancy and early labour pains.  The patient was explained  the  risk  of

premature delivery and the need to shift to nursery. Patient delivered a male baby by normal vaginal route on 21.10.2011 at 4.50 am.  The baby cried immediately after birth.  Since the baby was premature (28 weeks gestation) and low birth weight (1.5 kg), the baby was sent to higher centre for management.  The baby was first taken to St. Stephen’s Hospital and later on to Tirath Ram Shah Hospital where he was later admitted.    

In light of the above, the Executive Committee observes that in the present case the delivery and all necessary steps for initial management of pre-mature baby were done as per accepted professional practices in such cases. It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Bhagwati Hospital, in the treatment administered to Smt. Sunita and her newborn baby at Bhagwati Hospital. 

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 2nd May, 2014 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 4th June, 2014.
