The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Ankur Mitroo r/o. G-1088, Jagatpuri, New Delhi – 110051, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ajay Aggarwal and Tirupati Stone Centre & Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Mamta Mitroo at Tirupati Stone Centre & Hospital, 6 Gagan Vihar (Near Karkarti Mor Flyover), Delhi – 110051,.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd September, 2014 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medial Council examined a complaint of Shri Ankur Mitroo r/o. G-1088, Jagatpuri, New Delhi– 110051 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ajay Aggarwal and Tirupati Stone Centre & Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Mamta Mitroo (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Tirupati Stone Centre & Hospital, 6 Gagan Vihar (Near Karkarti Mor Flyover), Delhi – 110051(referred hereinafter as the said Centre).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Ajay Aggarwal, Medical Superintendent, Tirupati Stone Centre, copy of medical records of Tirupati Stone Centre and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that the patient a case of empyema gall bladder with gangrenous cholecystitis with cholelithiasis underwent laparoscopic subtotal cholecystectomy on 25th October, 2012 under consent at the said Centre and was discharged on 27th October, 2012.  Subsequently, ultrasound done on 6th March, 2013, showed gall  bladder  with  stone  of  12 mm  in  size; for  removal  of  
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which, the patient again underwent laparoscopic cholecystectomy on 29th April, 2013 at Kailash Hospital, Noida, Uttar Pradesh.  


It is observed from the operation-theater’s notes of the said Centre dated 25th October, 2012 that during surgery distended gall bladder was noted to be full of pus and gangrenous and was adherent to surrounding colon and duodenum.  The gall bladder was separated from surrounding viscera and since as per the written statement of Dr. Ajay Aggarwal, the area near common bile duct was not demark-able, as per standard protocol in such cases, subtotal cholecystectomy was done and a drain was put.  It is further observed that the discharge summary of the said Centre dated 27th October, 2012 reflects that subtotal cholecystectomy was done. The fact that subtotal cholecystectomy was done, is evident of the fact that complete gall bladder was not removed, because of the anatomy involved, which was done as per the accepted professional practices in such case. 


In view of the observations made herein-below, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Ajay Aggarwal and Tirupati Stone Centre & Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Mamta Mitroo.
