The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Mohinder Banga, NS-28, Mianwali Nagar, New Delhi – 110087, forwarded by Dy. Health Officer, NDMC, Health Deptt., Rohini Zone, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shubham at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi – 110063.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th August, 2014 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Mohinder Banga, NS-28, Mianwali Nagar, New Delhi – 110087 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Dy. Health Officer, NDMC, Health Deptt., Rohini Zone, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepak Gupta of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shubham (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi – 110063 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Deepak Gupta, Senior Consultant, Department of Internal Medicine, Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, copy of medical records of Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the treating doctors could have started the drugs suggested as combination therapy according to guidelines of National or World Health Organization, where in artesunate is combined with mefloquine or clindamycin or doxycyline and not quinine.  Hence, Dr. Deepak Gupta is advised  to  initiate, in

future, the treatment as per the latest guidelines; this would avoid delay in response to therapy.  However, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Deepak Gupta, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shubham at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute

Complaint stands disposed. “
