The Delhi Medical Council through its Disciplinary Committee examined a complaint of Shri Chetan Singh r/o. HR-249/6, Pul Prahaladpur, PO Badarpur, New Delhi - 110044, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sanjay Maheshwari, 283, DDA Janta, Pul Pehladpur, PO Badarpur, New Delhi–110044, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri Chand.
The Order of the Disciplinary Committee dated 7th February, 2017 is reproduced herein-below :-
The Disciplinary Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Chetan Singh r/o. HR-249/6, Pul Prahaladpur, PO Badarpur, New Delhi - 110044 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sanjay Maheshwari, 283, DDA Janta, Pul Pehladpur, PO Badarpur, New Delhi – 110044, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri Chand (referred hereinafter as the patient).  
The Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sanjay Maheshwari, USG films and report dated 02.04.13 of Dr. Sanjay Maheshwari, USG film and report dated 05.04.13 of Batra Hospital, CT scan (NCCTKUB) dated 03.04.13 of Batra Hospital, USG film abdomen dated 6th May, 2013 of Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre No. 42338 and other documents on record.
The following were heard in person :-

The complainant Shri Chetan Singh alleged that on 2nd April, 2013, his father namely Shri  Chand, who is a senior citizen, 65 years, suffered severe pain and ultrasound of whole abdomen was carried out by Dr. Sanjay Maheshwari at his clinic Delta-color Doppler, 283 DDA Janta, Pul Prahladpur, New Delhi-110044.  His (Dr. Sanjay Mahewshari) report declared that the complainant’s father is having problem of stone in kidney (renal calculus).  Considering his unbearable pain, in the intervening night of 2nd and 3rd April, 2013, he was rushed to emergency of Batra Hospital, New Delhi.  On being asked by doctors of Batra Hospital of any previous reference of medical history, attending doctors were shown this ultrasound report which had declared that the patient is suffering from stone in kidney (renal calculus).  At first hand, based on this report, situation was being handled/monitored by doctors, but this unbearable pain continued to remain unabated.  Thanks a lot to the doctors of Batra Hospital who carried out ultrasound at their hospital and could reach a conclusion that his kidneys are all right but the problem was with pancreas.  Thus, the situation was controlled by Batra Hospital.  Had Dr. Sanjay Maheswari given correct report, the complainant’s father who is rickshaw puller could have received appropriate treatment without loss of time and could have been save from the unbearable pain timely.  Due to negligence of this doctor, all members of poor family suffered extreme mental torture since the patient landed in ICU and also caused them financial strangulation of about Rs.1,20,0000/- which may further increase in ensuing the treatment.  It is requested that stringent action may kindly taken against above doctor, so that he may not dare to play with the valuable life of the patient, at the cost of his personal unlawful gain of ultrasound charges etc for wrong report.  
Dr. Sanjay Maheshwari in his written statement averred that he did not administer any treatment to the complainant’s father; he only did an ultrasound abdomen.  However, the patient’s attendant had come to his clinic-Delta Imaging late on showing him the diagnosis and the treatment of acute pancreatitis given to the complainant’s father at Batra Hospital.  Since, he does not have a high frequency linear, probe and was encountering bowel gases, he could only asses the patient’s pancreas grossly.  He advised the patient’s attendant verbally that their human body fights a disease as a dynamic process.  It is advisable to go to a bigger hospital if the patient’s condition does not improve.  Moreover, ultrasound is prone to artifacts, unlike CT or MRI does not give uniform results particularly when there are bowl gases and/or inflammation.  As per the papers shown to him later by the patient’s attendant, the patient was apparently admitted in Batra Hospital, New Delhi where the patient was diagnosed with acute pancreatitis and administered the treatment for the same with subsequent fair recovery.  The Delhi Medical Council may kindly note that at the time of conducting ultrasound scan, he had simply given impression and not a diagnosis.  He has clearly stated and printed this in his ultrasound report and also that in case of difference of opinion, the referring physician is advised further investigation for clinical co-relation of the patient to confirm the diagnosis.  
In view of the above, the Disciplinary Committee observes that with a history of left flank pain and possible artefacts on sonography which may mimic a renal calculus of such size as 5 mm, the ultrasound report of 2nd April, 2013 cannot be faulted.  The pancreas was reported as grossly normal on ultrasound on the day; it was, however, found to be mildly edematous on CT abdomen subsequently.  This is quite possible, and pancreatitis can be missed on abdominal ultrasound especially at an early phase. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, concluded by the Disciplinary Committee that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Sanjay Maheshwari, in the ultrasound abdomen he had carried out on the complainant’s father Shri Chand.
Complaint stands disposed.
