The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Shanker Saini, r/o, Village Nandawali Thari, Post Bhondakalan, District, Gurgaon, Haryana, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Ram Rati(referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital Marg, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi – 110060, resulting in her death on 8.8.2013. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th May, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Shanker Saini (referred hereinafter as the complainant) alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Ram Rati(referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital Marg, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi – 110060,(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) resulting in her death on 8.8.2013. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Rajesh Acharya, Dr. Samir Kalra, Medical Superintendent, written statement of Medical Superintendent, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, copy of medical records of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and other documents on record. 

It is noted that the patient Late Smt. Ram Rati was admitted in Sir Ganga Ram Hospital on 22nd May, 2013 with diagnosis of Subarachnoid hemorrhage following rupture of Intracranial Aneurysm.She was treated by established standard method of Surgery. She underwent Surgery (Craniotomy) on 24thMay, 2013  and  later  succumbed  on  8th
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August, 2013. The Executive Committee observes that the disease entity carries a high degree of mortality and morbidity and the patient had complications of disease process and there was nothing wrong in the method of treatment.

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to Late Ram Rati.
Complaint stands disposed.  
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th May, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 21st May, 2015.
