O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Mrs. Rama Gupta r/o. 5/546, Indira Colony, Sonepat – 131001 (Haryana), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Jasmita Popli, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri Mayank Gupta at of Vasan Eye Clinic, Pitampura, Delhi – 110034.

The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  28th January, 2015  is  reproduced herein-below :
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Mrs. Rama Gupta, r/o, 5/546, Indira Colony, Sonepat–131001, Haryana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Jasmita Popli, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri Mayank Gupta (referred hereinafter as the patient) at of Vasan Eye Clinic, Pitampura, Delhi – 110034 (referred hereinafter as the Hospital). 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Jasmita Popli, copy of medical records of Vasan Eye Clinc and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes the patient had visited the said Hospital first on 3rd December, 2013 and then again on 8th December, 2013. The patient was previously also suspected to be having glaucoma (January, 2011) elsewhere and investigations of VFA & OCT had been normal. In the present visit also the patient was suspected to be having glaucoma based on enlarged cup disc ratio of 0.4 in right eye and 0.5 left eye and raised intraocular present of 21mm right eye/29mm light eye by NCT and 22mm right eye/26mm  left  eye  by   Applanation   Tonometer.  The   patient   was   advised 
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gonioscopy central corneal thickness (CCT) and visual field analysis (VFA). The complainant had reservations against the conduct of VFA and suggested alternatively OCT and MRI. The doctor insisted that VFA needs to be done and OCT is at best supportive. MRI has no role. This probably did not go well with the complainant and there was some altercation and, hence, the present complaint. On reviewing the case, it appears that the doctor had advised the tests as per standard protocol.
In view of the above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Jasmita Popli. 

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 28th January, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 13th March, 2015.
