The  Order  of  the  Executive  Committee  dated  9th February, 2015  is  reproduced herein-below :

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. The Executive Committee makes the following observations :-

1. It is observed that the complainant has been given the standard treatment by the gynaecologist.  Even  micronized  progesterone

          and duvadilon have been used as uterine relaxants. The premature labour pains can start even after all these measures. 
2. In this case, the premature delivery could not be predicted and prophylactic steroids, could not be given. The premature babies were given all the care that they needed according to the needs and protocols. 
In view of the above observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out onthe part of Dr. Archana Bachan of Max Super Speciality Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant and her new born baby at Max Super Speciality Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed. “
