The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station Saket, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Virendra Rao, father of Shri Rahul Kumar Rao r/o. D-23, Top Floor, Paryavaran Complex, IGNOU Road, Neb Sarai, Saket, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, in the treatment administered to late Virendra Rao at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 1, Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi – 110017, resulting in his death on 24.10.2013.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th May, 2015 is reproduced herein-below :-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station Saket, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Virendra Rao(referred hereinafter as the patient) father of Shri Rahul Kumar Rao r/o. D-23, Top Floor, Paryavaran Complex, IGNOU Road, Neb Sarai, Saket, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, in the treatment administered to late Virendra Rao at Max Super Speciality Hospital, 1, Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi – 110017(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in his death on 24.10.2013 

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, joint written statement of Dr. Gaurav Sharma, Assistant Medical Superintendent, Dr. J.D.Mukherjee, Director and Head of the Department –Neurology, Dr. Mukesh Kumar, Consultant–Neurology of Max Super Speciality Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on records.
It is noted that the patient Late Shri. Virender Rao, 60years old had been admitted  with  Herpes  Simplex  Encephalitis  on  4th October, 2013. The

investigations done and treatment given for the same was as per accepted professional practices in such cases. All the relevant investigations were done from 17th October to 21st October. As per daily progress report of the said Hospital the patient had been clinically monitored and adequately managed. 
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, 1, Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi – 110017, in the treatment administered to late Virendra Rao.
Complaint stands disposed.  
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th May, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 21st May, 2015.
