O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Hira Singh s/o. Shri Chaman Lal r/o. 77/4-C, Circular Road, Shahdara, Delhi – 110032, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nidhi Gupta and Dr. Hariser Gupta of Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, 5027, Kedar Nath Road, Daryaganj, New Delhi – 110002.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th May, 2015 is reproduced herein-below :-
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Hira Singh s/o. Shri Chaman Lal r/o. &&/4-C, Circular Road, Shahdara, Delhi – 110032(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Nidhi Gupta and Dr. Hariser Gupta of Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, 5027, Kedar Nath Road, Daryaganj, New Delhi – 110002(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Nidhi Gupta, copy of medical records of Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital and other documents on record. 

It is noted that the Shri Hari Singh was first seen on 18th March, 2013 with complaint of watering left eye and decreased vision. He was a known diabetic for last three years. He has had open globe injury repaired in GTB Hospital on 12th June, 2012. Subsequently on 11th October, 2012 he has had trabeculectomy (antiglaucoma surgery) also done in the same hospital. On examination 18th March, 2013 vision in right eye was 6/6 with + 1.25DS/ and 2.50 Dcyl 180 degree and in the left eye it was restricted to finger counting close to face with projection accurate in all quadrants. The right eye was essentially within normal limits whereas the left eye had full thickness corneal scar with corneal oedema with encysted bleb.  The posterior segment 
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in left eye was not visible. Ultrasound left eye was within normal limits. He was advised left eye penetrating keratoplasty with guarded visual prognosis. On 5th April, 2013 he underwent uneventful penetrating keratoplasty and discharged next day on necessary medicines. Early post-operative period showed intact sutures, clear graft host junction, a cup disc ratio of 0.4. The patient as per records regularly followed up till 21st September, 2013 during which the graft remained clear and vision of 6/24 recorded. However the intraocular pressure was high despite being put on maximal medical therapy Intraocular pressure records of upto 36mmHg in left eye are on record. Also on records is the discussion on surgical management of the glaucoma. The patient reported back on 19th Nov, 2013 with pain, redness, watering left eye and decreased vision of one day duration. He was diagnosed as acute graft rejection.  Treatment in the form of intravenous methylprednisolone was given and also put on intensive local steroid therapy with advise to come back next day. Next day i.e. 20th Nov, 2013, the vision had fallen further (vision just PL+) , presence of graft infiltration, graft oedema, 1mm Hypopyon and post segment by ultrasound  within normal limits.The diagnosis returned was graft infection. Gram positive cocci were grown from corneal scraphing, indicating bacterial graft infiltration.Random blood sugar was 288mg/dl. Patient was put on appropriate local and systemic therapy (intensive) and referred urgently to Physician for diabetic control with advise to follow up next day. He had been seen in glaucoma clinic of Dr.Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, during the follow up. After this the patient was lost to follow ups at Dr.Shroff’s Charity Eye Hosptal . On 23rd Nov, 2013 he got admitted in GTB Hospital where the vision recorded in left leye was PL + and inaccurate project of rays. Diagnosis of left eye Panophthalmitis was made. On 23rd Nov, 2013 he was given intraviteral antibiotics to which he did not respond. On 26th Nov, 2013 the left eye was eviscerated.

Based in the above facts it is abvious that the patient was literally a one eyed  person when he  presented  to   Dr.Shroff’s   Charity   Eye  Hospital  on  18th  
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March, 2013. Penetrating Keratoplasty with GVP was done on 5th April, 2013.In the post operative period, his Intraocular pressure remained elevated despite maximal medical therapy. His diabetic status as per BP Sugar report on 20th Nov, 2013 also was not very stable. Then ultimately lead to graft rejection, followed by graft infection and subsequently panophthalmitis. The left eye had to be eviscerated on 26th Nov, 2013.

The quality of care provided by Dr.Shroff’s Charity Eye Hosptial was as per standard care. The case was regularly followed up there and despite best of treatment he developed graft related complications.

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Nidhi Gupta and Dr. Hariser Gupta of Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.
