The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Rajesh Jindal, s/o Shri Ghanshyam Das Jindal, r/o- H. No.  5921/13, infront of Old ITI Building, Meham, Rohtak, Haryana-124112, forwarded by the Medical Council of India  alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajinder Yadav of Fortis Hospital, A-Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-10088, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th May, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Rajesh Jindal, s/o Shri Ghanshyam Das Jindal, r/o- H. No.  5921/13, infront of Old ITI Building, Meham, Rohtak, Haryana-124112, forwarded by the Medical Council of India  alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajinder Yadav of Fortis Hospital, A-Block, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi-10088, in the treatment administered to the complainant. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Gurvinder Kaur, Medical Superintendent, Fortis Hospital, enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Rajinder Yadav consultant urology, copy of medical records of Fortis Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee noted that the complainant Shri Rajesh Jindal a 48 yrs old male had history of UTI since 2016. He reported with 3 weeks (21 days) history of left flank pain, UTI and fever. No history of any chronic disease or previous surgery is recorded. There is claim and counter claims of hiding the information from doctor regarding pervious surgery, though the same has no bearing on the clinical outcomes.  The complainant was admitted with pain left flank, UTI and PUJ obstruction (as detected by hydronephrosis and DTPA scan). In the proposed treatment plan, as recorded on the medical records of Fortis Hospital all option for example open surgery, laparoscopic surgery, re-implantation of ureter, RIRS and Endopyelotomy were communicated to the complainant and accordingly the preoperative consent was obtained. In endoscopic surgery pus was seen exuding on Endopyelotomy (later cultural klebsiella organism) and stone was taken out from inferior calyx to a different calyx with laser to fragments. Fragments were retrieved and sent for stone analysis. The presence of Apatite in the stone also indicates presence of bacteria in the stone. It is known fact that possibility of retained fragments, post fragmentation remains high after laser treatment. Fragment can always fall in inferior most dependant part. It is also a fact that such fragment seems to be expanded (laser) on USG examination and can fast grow in size, in presence of infection. In this case pre-operative, per-operative pus and post operative urine reveal some organism, that is klebsiella. It is also a fact the relative function of kidney after such surgery, especially in the presence of infection can further go down. Appropriate care has been taken as per protocol at every stage of the treatment. 
In the light of the above fact, it is therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Rajinder Yadav of Fortis Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th May, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 25th May, 2018.
