O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation form Police Station, Bindapur, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri. Sanjay Pal, r/o- C-1/99D, Gali No. 04, Madhu Vihar, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of BM Gupta Nursing Home, H-11 to 15, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059, in the treatment administered to complainant’s new born baby (baby of Smt. Jyoti Pal), resulting in baby’s death.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd August, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation form Police Station, Bindapur, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri. Sanjay Pal, r/o- C-1/99D, Gali No. 04, Madhu Vihar, New Delh (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of BM Gupta Nursing Home, H-11 to 15, Uttam Nagar, New Delhi-110059 (referred hereinafter as the said Nursing Home), in the treatment administered to complainant’s new born baby (baby of Smt. Jyoti Pal), resulting in baby’s death.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, copy of complaint of Shri Sanajay Pal, written statement of Dr. (Major) R.K. Gupta Medical Superintendent of BM Gupta Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Sushil Kumar Aggarwal, Dr. Neeraj Triapthi, copy of medical records of BM Gupta Hospital, Post Mortem report No, 874/16 dated 03.05.2016, subsequent opinion in respect of Post Mortem No. 874/16 dated 03.05.2016 and other documents on record. 

The Executive Committee observes that a male baby (baby of Smt. Jyoti Pal) was born on 26th April, 2016 at 07.25 pm by LSCS. The baby cried immediately after birth, weight was 2.5 kg . APGAR Score was 8,8 and 9. The baby was on breast feeding and was doing well till 29.04.2016. At 09.30 am on 29th April, 2016 the baby was given bath by the nurse and then handed over to the attendant . As per records  of the said Nursing Home the baby was active and also crying. Afterwards at 10.30 am the baby was noticed to be cyanosed, no cry and activity. The doctors tried to resuscitate the baby, however, the baby could not be revived and declared dead at 11.15 am on 29th April, 2016. The post mortem report opined possibility of death due to sequlae of prematurity cannot be ruled out.

In the facts and circumstances of this case we are of the considered opinion that  in all probability the death appears to be sudden unexplained infant death syndrome (SUIDS) which is a known occurrence in new born babies.  Further throughout the stay in the hospital, the baby was managed properly.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the complainant’s new born baby (baby of Smt. Jyoti Pal) was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by  doctors of BM Gupta Nursing Home and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of BM Gupta Nursing Home.

Matter stands disposed.”
