O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Sanjeev Bhasin, r/o- C-94, First Floor, Anand Vihar, Delhi-110092, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Prateek K. Gupta of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th September, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Sanjeev Bhasin, r/o- C-94, First Floor, Anand Vihar, Delhi-110092 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Prateek K. Gupta of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. (Brig.) Satendra Katoch, Addl. Director Medical, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Prateek K. Gupta, copy of medical records of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observed that the complainant sustained injury over the left ankle on 4th September, 2015; treated initially at Dr. R.M.L Hospital and admitted at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital on 9th September, 2015.  The complainant sustained injury when he fell while running under subway and presented five days later with swelling over posterior aspect of left ankle and lateral aspect of proximal leg.  The complainant had got a CT scan done at Max Hospital after the injury before admission on 4th September, 2015 in Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.  A diagnosis of fracture posterior malleolus left tibia with fracture fibula upper 1/3 left with medial ankle joint opening left was made and the surgery was done after duly signed informed consent where complications of infection, pain, joint tenderness was documented.  The complainant had ORIF with 2 syndesmotic screws under GA (general anaesthesia) done on 10th September, 2015.  The complainant continued to have pain even after the surgery which was being treated by Dr. Prateek K. Gupta with pain relief medicine.  Subsequently the sydesmotic screws were removed after 65 days.  The complainant subsequently underwent ESWT (Extra Corporial Shock Wave Therapy) for pain relief.  The complainant continued to have pains post and sought treatment elsewhere, reported as ankle stiffness/osteochondral defect, for which, ankle fusion surgery were suggested.
It appears that the initial injury was severe, suggestive of a fall from height with loading injury on the ankle and initial x-ray showed fracture posterior malleolus left + fracture fibula upper 1/3 tibial with distal tibio-fibular joint opening.  The injury around the ankle has assessed been on the basis of x ray and CT, which is a standard protocol.  MRI is not done for initial management of such injuries. Information on x ray, CT is sufficient for initial management of such injury.The pain and stiffness appears to be due to severe loading injury of the ankle due to fall and initial management would be the same with or without MRI before the surgery.  Such injuries may result in sequelae of joint pain and stiffness.  The surgery and follow-up has been done as per standard protocol in such case.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Prateek K. Gupta, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital. 

Complaint stands disposed. “
