The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Gurdev Singh r/o. House No. N-6/66B, 2A, Indiranagar Extn, Chitaipur, P.O. Sunderpur, Varanasi – 221005, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, 1, Press Enclave Road, Saket, New Delhi – 110017, resulting in the death of his wife late Mrs. Surjit Kaur on 21.11.2010 at G.B. Pant Hospital where she subsequently received treatment.
The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Vipin Swaran Walia, Dr. Shelly Mittal, Dr. Deepa Chaturvedi and Max Super Speciality Hospital, copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.  The Delhi Medical Council notes that the patient late Surjit Kaur, 82 years female, was admitted in Max Super Speciaity Hospital on 10.10.2010 with Subdural Hematoma and underwent Lt. Frontoparietal Temporal free bone flap craniotomy and removal of acute Sub Dural Hematomy (SDH) on the same day, under consent.  The patient had history of Cerebrovascular accident (CVA) on anti coagulants, Chronic Lymphocytic leukemia, diabetes mellitus and hypertension.  The patient was kept on ventilatory support because of her poor Glasgow Coma Score (GCS).  It is further noted that time to time the prognosis of the patient was explained to the relatives.  The patient was discharged LAMA on 15.11.2010.  At the time of discharge the patient’s GCS was E1Vt.N2 and she was on ventilatory support.  The patient was subsequently admitted at GB Pant Hospital on 15.11.2010 where she expired on 21.11.2010.  
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In view of the above, it is observed that the patient presented with Max Super Speciality Hospital with a serious medical condition (SDH) which has grave prognosis.  The patient was kept on ventilator because of her poor GCS and respiration status.  The patient was treated as per the accepted professional practices in such cases.  The patient died because of her underlying medical condition and not due to any medical negligence in the treatment administered to her at Max Super Speciality Hospital.  It is, therefore, the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital in the treatment administered to late Surjit Kaur.

Complaint stands disposed.
