The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Saurabh Gupta r/o. 553, Harsaon Enclave, Govind Puram, Ghaziabad, UP-20001, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepa Singh of Ashok Nursing Home, F-3/15-16, Vijay Chowk, Krishan Nagar, Delhi–110051, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Aparna Jain.

On perusal of the complaint and documents submitted therewith, as forwarded by Medical Council of India, the Delhi Medical Council noted that the patient Smt. Aparna Jain was a case of ectopic pregnancy.  Dr. Deepa Singh made the correct diagnosis and put her on medical treatment (methotrexate) which is well accepted treatment in unruptured ectopic pregnancy.  When the condition deteriorated, she offered laparoscopic surgery to the patient which is also acceptable treatment.  However, the patient got herself discharged against advice and got operated at some other hospital where diagnosis was confirmed and she was given 3 units of blood which is always possible in ectopic pregnancies.  Prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. Deepa Singh in the treatment administered to Smt. Aparna Jain.

Complaint stands disposed.
