The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation (case FIR No. 400/10 dated 3.12.2010) from Police Station Madhu Vihar, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Kalika Singh w/o. Dr Shiv Ram Singh r/o. A-202, Sagar Sadan, I.P. Extension, Delhi,  allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Gujarmal Modi Hospital, Mandir Marg, Saket, New Delhi–110017, in the treatment administered to late Kalika Singh at Gujarmal Modi Hospital; Kalika Singh was subsequently treated in Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital Marg, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi – 110060, where she died on 28.10.2010.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the representation from Police alongwith copy of medical records of Gujarmal Modi Hospital, Saket, New Delhi and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi, Post Mortem report No. 876/10 dated 2.11.2010, subsequent opinion dated 9.3.2011 regarding cause of death, as provided by the Police department.  

On perusal of the representation from police and other documents submitted therewith, the Delhi Medical Council observed that Mrs. Kalika Singh (referred hereinafter as the patient) with diagnosis of secondary infertility with intrauterine adhesion and bilateral corneal block (on HSG) was taken up for hysterolaparoscopy on 20.10.2010 at G.M. Modi Hospital.  It is noted from the OT notes of G.M. Modi Hospital that at the completion of the procedure patient developed bradycardia with unrecordable blood pressure.  The patient 
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was managed by injection atropine, Adrenaline, dopamine infusion and cardiac massage immediately and was revived.  She was put on elective ventilation.  The patient was transferred on request to Sir Ganga Ram Hospital on 21.10.2010.  The blood gases investigations revealed severe metabolic acidosis, hypercarbia and hypoxia.  Neurological assessment revealed hypoxic encephalopathy.  Patient was managed in ICU of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.  The patient expired on 28.10.2010.  The cause of death as per subsequent opinion dated 9.3.2011 was combined effect of pulmonary and cerebral edema.
The Delhi Medical Council is of the opinion that most probably the patient developed air embolism during the hysterolaparoscopy procedure at G.M. Modi Hospital; although air embolism is a rare complication of hysteroscopy but the same is unavoidable and fatal most often.  As per records available the patient was managed in a timely manner for the complication which ensued, as per the standard protocols, but unfortunately could not be saved. 

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of Delhi Medical Council that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Kalika Singh at G.M. Modi Hospital and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital 

Matter stands disposed.
