O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Mrs. Usha Gupta r/o. Flat No. 18, Plot No. 6, Gali No. 4, IGNOU Road, Anupama Enclave, Sedulajab, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Delhi Commission for Women, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Smt. Suman Gupta (referred hereinafter as the patient) and her new born baby, resulting in baby’s death at Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th February, 2013 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Mrs. Usha Gupta r/o. Flat No. 18, Plot No. 6, Gali No. 4, IGNOU Road, Anupama Enclave, Sedulajab, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Delhi Commission for Women, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Smt. Suman Gupta (referred hereinafter as the patient) and her new born baby, resulting in baby’s death at Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of the Medical Superintendent, Lok Nayak Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Sudha Prasad, Director Professor, Department of Obst. & Gynae, Lok Nayak Hospital, copy of medical records of Lok Nayak Hospital and other documents on record.
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The Executive Committee makes the following observations :

1. The patient Smt. Suman Gupta was admitted at thirty eight weeks five days period of gestation on 30th December, 2009 with labor pains.  She underwent a cesarean section on 1st January, 2010 at 2.00 p.m. for scar tenderness.  The male baby was born apnoeic and transferred to NICU and later expired on 2nd January, 2010 at 5.00 a.m., the cause of death being pulmonary hypoplasia/surfactant protein B deficiency, as opined by the pediatrician.  
2. The allegation that the kidney of the patient Smt. Suman was removed during cesarean section is baseless.  It is technically not possible for a gynaecologist to remove a kidney during cesarean section through a Pfannensteil incision.  

3. The pre-operative ultrasound submitted by the complainant was a foetal ultrasound which depicted the two kidneys of the foetus.  CT scan of the patient done later showed a solitary kidney with compensatory hypertrophy.  This finding suggests a long standing solitary kidney thus allowing the kidney to hypertrophy.  
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi-110002, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter Smt. Suman Gupta and her new born baby at Lok Nayak Hospital, New Delhi-110002.
Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th February, 2013 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th February, 2013.
