O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Veronica Magar r/o. 1/19, Sarva Priya Vihar, New Delhi- 110016 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. P.K. Talwar, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Pheonix Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), E-60, Greater Kailash-I, New Delhi–110048.


The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. P.K. Talwar, Dr. Deepak Sehgal, C.E.O., Pheonix Hospital, copy of medical records of Phoenix Hospital and other documents on record.

The Delhi Medical Council notes that the complainant was admitted in the said Hospital on 6th January, 2011.  She underwent Liposuction with Abdominoplasty on 6th January, 2011, and forehead lift and face lift on 7th January, 2011, under due consent from patient.  The procedures were performed by Dr. P.K. Talwar with assistance from other surgeon, as appropriate.  The complainant was discharged on 8th January, 2011.  
The Delhi Medical Council observes that necessary procedures were performed, and steps to counsel and treat the complications resulting from complainant’s surgery were duly attended. It is unfortunate that the complainant’s surgery resulted in some known complications.  Dr. P.K. Talwar
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used a prolene mesh to strengthen the abdominal wall of the complainant even without evidence of hernia to strengthen the abdominal wall, and this is also a well established surgical step in the procedure of abominoplasty.  There appears to have been a breakdown of doctor-patient relationship due to some financial issues, but due receipts are attached in the records for this aspect of the complaint.   It is felt that these complaints may have arisen due to anxiety resulting from prolonged serous discharge from wounds and contour deformities resulting from the procedure, which are unfortunate, but known complications.  A small area of burn on the forehead resulting from use of cautrey can occur in some cases.  

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. P.K. Talwar.

Complaint stands disposed.
