O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Noor Hasan r/o, A-46, Jawahar Mohalla, Shashi Garden, Patparganj, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, 5027, Kedar Nath Road, Daryaganj, New Delhi-110002 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant at Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th September, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Noor Hasan r/o, A-46, Jawahar Mohalla, Shashi Garden, Patparganj, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, 5027, Kedar Nath Road, Daryaganj, New Delhi-110002 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant at Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital.
The Executive Committee perused the complainant, written statement of Dr. Sheetal Kishanpuria, Dr. Umang Mathur, Medical Superintendent, Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, copy of medical records of Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observed that the patient presented to the said Hospital on 7th August, 2010 and was diagnosed as right immature senile cataract and left mature senile cataract.  He was advised left 10L surgery.  An uncomplicated left ECCE with PC 10L was done on 9th December, 2010.  The patient remained on regular follow up which was uneventful till 21st December, 2010.  The patient presented to the hospital on 27th December, 2010 with complaints of redness, pain and decreased vision for the last three-four days.  He was diagnosed to be having suture abscess with hypopyon and corneal infiltrate.  The patient was duly admitted and appropriate therapy including intensive antibiotics, suture removal and resuturing and subsequent patch graft done.  Despite all efforts by the doctors, though the 
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infection could be controlled, the eye could not be saved, probably because of ciliary body affection, leading to hypotony  and subsequent phthisis bulbl (Vn   No. perception of light).  
The patient underwent right ECCE with PCIOL on 21st April, 2011 in the other hospital which had a uncomplicated course and the visual activity in that eye was reported 6/12.  

Looking at the case scenario it appears that the left of the eye developed the unfortunate complication of post-operative infection. The therapy instituted was as per described protocol.  The patient was seen on a regular basis and insipte of the best efforts, the eye could not be saved.  This is a rare but described complication and often the results are poor as happened in this case.  The fellow eye i.e. R/E had an un-complicated cataract surgery on 21sth April, 2011 and is doing well.  

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Dr. Shroff’s Charity Eye Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.” 
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The order of the Executive Committee dated 7th September, 2012 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 3rd October, 2012.
