The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Ms. Aashima d/o. Shri Prem Chand r/o. Sampla (Rohtak) Haryana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, against Dr. Sandeep Vohra of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi – 110076.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th October, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council Examined a Ms. Aashima d/o. Shri Prem Chand r/o. Sampla (Rohtak) Haryana (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, against Dr. Sandeep Vohra of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi – 110076.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sandeep Vohra and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observed that the proxy consultation by the complainant’s mother-in-law with consultant psychiatrist Dr. Sandeep Vohra, has been appropriately documented by Dr. Sandeep Vohra.  There is no evidence or indication of any unethical practice or inappropriate practice by Dr. Sandeep Vohra.  The clinical note by the doctor for a proxy consultation, which is a reasonably common practice in psychiatry, cannot be and should not be seen or used or interpreted by any agency as prescription for the person concerned and certainly not as certificate.  If such has been the effect or of the clinical note, it cannot be the responsibility of the doctor.  The sentiments of the lady complainant can be somewhat understood but that may be dealt with at any user appropriate forum platform.  In conclusion no evidence found for any unethical practice or malpractice by Dr. Sandeep Vohra and no merit in the complaint against Dr. Sandeep Vohra.
