O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Mohd. Ashfaq Ahmad, r/o, H.No. 206, Ground Floor, Street No. 5, Batla House, New Delhi–110025 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 27th July, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Mohd. Ashfaq Ahmad, r/o, H.No. 206, Ground Floor, Street No. 5, Bhatla House, New Delhi–110025 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital. 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Shashank Trivedi, Medical Officer, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital made to Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, copy of medical records of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital and other documents on record.

It is noted that the complainant was admitted in Indraprastha Apollo Hospital with Diabetic ulcer both feet with hypertension, obesity and eczematous excoriation, on 2nd August, 2011.  The complainant was managed on I.V. antibiotics-human insulin, i.v. fluids and other measures and regular dressings.

Opinion was taken from dermatologist, ophthalmologist and vascular surgeon. On 12th August, 2011, the complainant underwent debridement under local anaesthesia.  On 16th August, 2011, S.S.G. was done for B/L lower limb ulcer.  

As per records, there was good granulation of the tissue.  On 20th August, 2011 dressing was changed and graft uptake  was  noted  to  be  100  percents.  On  26th August, 2011  as  per  notes  on

progress sheet, the graft was fine and crepe bandage was to be applied.  The complainant was discharged on 2nd September, 2011 in hemodynamically stable condition with advise to follow-up in O.P.D. and to take proper care of his lower limb.

It is observed that the complainant was properly diagnosed and treated for his condition as per accepted professional practices in such cases at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.  

It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to the complainant Mohd. Ashfaq at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed”. 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 27th July, 2012 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 22nd August, 2012.
