O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Harish Talwar, r/o C-2/361, Janak Puri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vivek Khanna, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Khanna Hospital, C-2/396, Janak Puri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 30th November, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow :-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Harish Talwar, r/o C-2/361, Janak Puri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vivek Khanna, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Khanna Hospital, C-2/396, Janak Puri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.

The Executive  Committee observed that the complainant was having abscess in  right  foot  with  diabetes, for which, the  complainant  was  treated  at the said Hospital where incision and dressing  of  the  abscess  was  done.   However, during the treatment, the  complainant developed  some  breathing  problem, for which, the complainant  was  referred  to the higher centre.  The 
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complainant underwent treatment at Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-110063 from 1st June, 2011 to 8th June, 2011, when he was discharged from Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute with his condition having improved and found to be satisfactory.  The Executive Committee further observed that the treatment which was given to the complainant at the Khanna Hospital was appropriate and as per the standard guidelines.  The complainant was also referred to the higher centre for management.  

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Vivek Khanna, in the treatment administered to the complainant Shri Harish Talwar at Khanna Hospital, C-2/396, Janak Puri, New Delhi-110058.

Complaint stands disposed.”
