O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Amresh Kumar, P-8/157, Mangol Puri, Delhi-110083 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital, 2, Institutional Area, Sector-III, Roihini, New Delhi-110085 and Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-110063 in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter late Rohani (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 2.8.2011.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 2nd November, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow :-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medial Council examined a complaint of Shri Amresh Kumar, P-8/157, Mangol Puri, Delhi-110083 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital, 2, Institutional Area, Sector-III, Roihini, New Delhi-110085 and Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-110063 in the treatment administered to the complainant’s daughter late Rohani (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 2.8.2011.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and reply thereto of Deputy Medical Superintendent, Jaipur Golden Hospital and Medical Superintendent, Sri Balaji Medical Action Medical Institute made to Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, copy of medical records of Sri Baljai Action Medical Institute and other documents on record.

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The Executive Committee observed that the patient allegedly had a Road Traffic Accident on 26th July, 2011.  The patient was referred to Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute by Jaipur Golden Hospital as there was strike at Jaipur Golden Hospital.  The patient was diagnosed a case of fracture mandible, maxilla and nasal bone.  The patient was managed conservatively by the physician and neurosurgeon. The patient responded to treatment and improved.  The patient, however, deteriorated on 31st July, 2011 at 7.00 p.m. and was shifted to I.C.U.  It  is  further  observed  from  the  records  that  the  patient developed septicemia and D.I.C. and multiorgan dysfunction.  The patient was treated as per standard protocol including blood transfusion.  The patient unfortunately succumbed to her underlying condition which carried poor prognosis.
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out against doctors of Jaipur Golden Hospital and Sri Balaji Action Medical Institute, in the treatment of complainant’s daughter late Rohani. 

Complaint stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 2nd November, 2012 was confirmed by the Delhi Medial Council in its meeting held on 9th November, 2012.
