The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Satish Chander Pasricha, 1/207, Subash Nagar, New Delhi-110027 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Patparganj, Delhi-110092, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife late Sunita Rani (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Max Super Speciality Hospital, resulting in her death on 25.9.2011.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th September, 2012 is reproduced hereinbelow:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Satish Chander Pasricha, 1/207, Subash Nagar, New Delhi-110027 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Patparganj, Delhi-110092, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife late Sunita Rani (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Max Super Speciality Hospital, resulting in her death on 25.9.2011.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and reply thereto of Deputy Medical Superintendent of Max Super Speciality Hospital, Patparganj made to Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, copy of medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observed that the patient had carcinoma cervix post-operative stage T1 b1 No Mo.  As per current NCCN 2012 guide-lines, this patient required post-operative radiotherapy.  The decision was correct, the technique used was also correct. The patient received only two fraction of radiotherapy.  This much small dose of radiation does not cause any significant enteritis which may lead to necessary perforation.  It was unrelated to radiation. 
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the  part of doctors of Max Super Speciality
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Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife late Sunita Rani at Max Super Speciality  Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 7th September, 2012 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 3rd October, 2012.
