O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Yaduvir Singh, House No. 52, Taimur Nagar, Near New Friends Colony, New Delhi – 110025, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri Tintu Kumar at Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, Sector-C, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi – 110070.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 19th June, 2015 is reproduced herein-below :
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Yaduvir Singh (referred hereinafter as the complainant) House No. 52, Taimur Nagar, Near New Friends Colony, New Delhi – 110025, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri Titu Kumar at Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, Sector-C, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi – 110070( referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. M.L. Bansal and Dr. P.H. Mishra, Medical Superintendent of Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, copy of medical records of Indian Spinal Injuries Centre and other documents on record.
It is noted that the patient Titu Kumar 27 years old male, was a case of 5 years old post traumatic paraplegia with bed sores and contractures of lower extremities with osteoporosis and an old malunited fracture of the left femur bone proximally. Now he sustained a fracture of his left femur during physiotherapy . The fracture was recognized and its subsequent management was done .  This  type  of  fracture  is  common  in  chronic 
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paraplegic patients with spastic osteoporotic limbs and since the family / attendants have been cautioned about it and the fracture was recognized and its subsequent treatment has been done, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Indian Spinal Injuries Centre, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri Titu Kumar.
Complaint stands disposed.”  
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 19th June, 2015 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 3rd July, 2015.
