O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-1100063, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Prem Verma, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sri Balaji Action Cancer Hospital, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to late Prem Verma at Sri Balaji Action Cancer Hospital, resulting in her death on 26.10.2014.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 29th September, 2015 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-1100063, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Naveen Verma, RZK-21, Gandhi Market, Sagapur, New Delhi-110046 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), in respect of death of the complainant’s mother late Prem Verma, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sri Balaji Action Cancer Hospital, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital) in the treatment administered to late Prem Verma (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sri Balaji Action Cancer Hospital, resulting in death on 26.10.2014.     
The Executive Committee perused the representation from the Police, complaint of Shri Naveen Verma, copy of medical records of Sri Balaji Action Cancer Hospital, post-mortem report No.1042/14 dated 27th July, 2014, as supplied by the Police.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient late Prem Verma, 59 years was suffering from carcinoma colon Pt3NO with diabetes. She had stage IV disease with metastasis in liver and recurrence  with  normal RBS on medication. She was given palliative chemotherapy with FOLFOX and Cetuximab on 25th October, 2014. The patient developed breathlessness on 26th October, 2014 at 6:00 p.m.   She was kept in ICU, where she developed cardiopulmonary arrest and died at 7:30 p.m. on 26th October, 2014. The patient died of natural cause, unrelated to treatment administered.

In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Sri Balaji Action Cancer Hospital, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to late Prem Verma at Sri Balaji Action Cancer Hospital, resulting in her death on 26.10.2014.
