O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from the Police Station Paschim Vihar, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Smt. Krishna w/o Shri Khem Chand r/o 6 Rajpura Road, Sehgal Colony, Civil Lines, Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to the deceased at Action Cancer Hospital, H-2/FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-110063.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 17th November, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from the Police Station Paschim Vihar, Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect  of death of Smt. Krishna w/o Shri Khem Chand r/o 6 Rajpura Road, Sehgal Colony, Civil Lines, Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to the deceased at Action Cancer Hospital, H-2/FC-34, A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi-110063(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 11.02.2015.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from the police station Paschim Vihar, Delhi, post-mortem report No.211/2015 dated 14.02.2015, subsequent opinion dated 11.02.2015  regarding cause of death in respect of the post-mortem report No.211/2015 dated 14.02.2015, copy of medical records of Action Cancer Hospital and other documents on records, as supplied by the police.
The Executive Committee notes that Smt. Krishna was an old case of Carcinoma Ovary. She was admitted in Action Cancer Hospital, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi on 24th January, 2015 and expired on 11th February, 2015. Post Mortem done on 14th February, 2015-indicated free fluid in pleural (IL) peritoneal cavities (2.56), cancer ovary  with  metastasis  in 
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differed organs (colon, liver, Rectum, kidney, Luna). Death Summary of Action Cancer Hospital indicated-she suffered from Carcinoma ovary with extensive metastatic diseases with subacute intestinal obstruction with acute coronary syndrome with atrial fibrillation with respiratory failure. She was 80 years old ,  initially  presented  on 3rd January, 2015 for pain abdomen with distension .  She had undergone hysterectomy 12years ago. She was found to have ascitis with mass in pelvis. CT Scan revealed metastasis in abdomen, pleural effusion of ovarian origin. FNAC from lesion  confirmed  metastatic undifferentiated malignancy. She was readmitted on 12th January, 2015 in emergency for recurrent vomiting. Patient was in shock and already on noradrenaline infusion. She was found to have myocardial infarction. Her poor prognosis was explained to relatives. Nephrology opinion was taken for deranged renal function. On stabilization of her condition, she was shifted out of ICU. She was shifted back to ICU on 17th January, 2015 for case of breathing difficulty. Intercostal drainage tube was put in view of large pleural effusion. Her condition was not suitable for any chemotherapy, therefore supportive measures were continued. She underwent ascitis tap, twice for increase in abdominal distension (>1litre drained on 24th January, 2015).She expired on 11th February, 2015.

In view of the observation made, hereinabove, we are of the opinion that the deceased died of disseminated metastasis due to ovaries malignancy. She also had Atrial fibrillation and respiratory failure. It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors Action Cancer Hospital, in the treatment administered to Smt. Krishna at Action Cancer Hospital.
Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 17th November, 2016 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 07th December, 2016.
