O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Swarup Kumar Das, Manager (E), Uri Power Station NHPC Ltd., LO/Transit Camp, Near Broadway Cienema , B.B. Cantt. Batwar, Srinagar (J&K)-190001, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. P.K. Das, Medical Onpcology and Dr. Mano Bhadauria, Radiation Oncology, in the treatment the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Pushpa Rani Das at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Delhi-Mathura Road, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-110076, resulting in her death on 21.7.2014.

     The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd June, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Swarup Kumar Das, Manager (E), Uri Power Station NHPC Ltd., LO/Transit Camp, Near Broadway Cienema , B.B. Cantt. Batwar, Srinagar (J&K)-190001 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. P.K. Das, Medical Onpcology and Dr. Mano Bhadauria, Radiation Oncology, in the treatment the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Pushpa Rani Das at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Delhi-Mathura Road, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-110076 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 21.7.2014.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.
The Executive Committee notes that the patient was diagnosed having lung lesion on routine investigation. PET scan revealed lesion in left lung, upper lobe 2 x 1.8 cm with multiple neck nodes and Dorsal 6 vertebrae involvement. Trucut biopsy  revealed  ‘ Adeno Carcinoma’  of 
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Lung. Patient was given three weekly six cycles of Chemotherapy with Inj. Pemetrexed and Inj. Carboplatin. Post six cycles of chemotherapy PET scan revealed residual scar. She was put on maintenance Tab. Gefitinib 250 mg O.D. for 4 months . It was stopped in july 2013 for poor tolerance. Follow up PET scan done in October 2013 revealed relapse of primary lesion, for which she was given radiation to lungs in October- November, 2013.  This  she  tolerated  well,  except  for  mild 
esophagitis and pain during swallowing. She further developed new lesions in spine in February, 2014. For this she was advised Chemotherapy with Pemetrexed and Zoledronic acid or Denosumab for bone lesions. Patient died at home on 21st July, 2014.

In view of the above it is observed that standard of care for this disease is Chemotherapy with Inj. Pemetrexed and Inj. Carboplatin, which was delivered to her. Once metastasis develops intent of treatment is always palliative, although doses and drug will remain the same. It is preferable to repeat imaging at same machine to get proper comparison of two studies. Gefitinib/ Erlotinib do not have much effect on disease in the light of EGFR Negative report. It is usual to have reactions like difficulty in swallowing after radiotherapy.
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. P.K. Das, Medical Oncology and Dr. Mano Bhadauria, Radiation Oncology in the treatment the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Pushpa Rani Das at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.
Complaint stands disposed.  
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd June, 2016 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 30th June, 2016.’
