O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Rajeev Ranjan, r/o-RZ-I-11. Gali No.01, west Sagarpur, New Delhi-110046, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.Shyam Aggarwal, Dr.D.S. Rana , and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital  in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Sushila Devi  at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajender Nagar,New Delhi-110060, resulting in her death on 10.02.2015.. 

 The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd June, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajeev Ranjan, r/o-RZ-I-11. Gali No.01, west Sagarpur, New Delhi-110046(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.Shyam Aggarwal, Dr.D.S. Rana , and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital  in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Sushila Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajender Nagar,New Delhi-110060 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), resulting in her death on 10.02.2015. 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.
The Executive Committee observes that Smt. Sushila Devi diagnosed with acute myeloid leukemia and diabetes mellitus, her bone marrow revealed blasts done on 05.08.2014 , ultrasound abdomen done on 06.08.2014 indicated enlarged spleen and fatty liver. She was put on induction chemotherapy on 08.08.2014 and achieved remission on bone marrow examination done on 05.09.2014 . She was started on consolidation chemotherapy. First cycle was given on 28.09.2014 and second cycle on 01.11.2014 . Following this she went into pancytopenia, for which she was 
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admitted on 12.11.2014 for supportive care and discharged on 17.11.14 in stable condition. Third cycle of consolidation chemotherapy was planned on 11.12.2014 but deferred due to deranged liver function. She was readmitted on 29.12.2014 and diagnosed with ‘refractory myeloid leukemia’ with 15% myeloblasts in peripheral blood. She was put on ‘re-induction chemotherapy’  for   three   days  w.e.f. 31.12.2014  and   discharged   on 
14.01.2015 .She was readmitted again on 30.01.2015 for weakness, loss of appetite, nausea and bodyache. On investigation, her peripheral blood smear revealed 90% blasts. Therefore she was put on Inj. DECITABINE and Cap. HYDROXYUREA and discharged on 31.01.2015 with explanation of prognosis.
The Executive Committee observes that the patient was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases, unfortunately, she died due to her underlying condition. 
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr.Shyam Aggarwal, Dr.D.S. Rana , and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital  in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Sushila Devi at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.
Matter stands disposed.  “
