O R D E R

 The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Madhvi, w/o Shri Deepak, r/o- House No C-166, Nandgram, Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of doctors of G.T.B Hospital and Delhi State Cancer Institute, in the treatment administered to the complainant at G.T.B and Delhi State Cancer Institute, Dilshad Garden, Delhi-110095.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th April, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Madhvi w/o Shri Deepak r/o- House No C-166, Nandgram, Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of doctors of G.T.B Hospital and Delhi State Cancer Institute (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant at Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital, Dilshad Garden, Delhi-110095 and Delhi State Cancer Institute, Dilshad Garden, Delhi-110095.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents submitted therewith.
It is noted that the complainant was diagnosed with lump right breast on 21.06.2013 by Dr. Kothari. The complainant underwent ultrasound guided FNAC on 06.03.2013 at Deewan Diagnostic Centre (DSCI), Ghaziabad. Report indicated cancerous lump right chest. Thereafter, she was referred to Delhi State Cancer Institute, Delhi on 01.07.2013.   Registered in Delhi State Cancer Institute (03798/13), and referred to Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital.  She was registered under unit of Dr. Vivek Agarwal on (CR 201364095570) 03.07.2013. She was advised modified radical mastectomy.  She was seen again with investigation on 09.07.2013 and called again on 12.07.2013. She was admitted and examined in ward and was found to have 2 X 1.5 cm limp in right breast. She reportedly felt pain in lump after examination. She was operated on 15.07.2013 and discharged on 17.07.2013 with drain in situ. She came for follow up visit on 19.07.2013.  She was found to have stitch line healthy; which was removed on 30.07.2013 and advised to collect biopsy report. She went on 30.07.2013 to collect report in ward 21. She went again on 04.08.2013.  She was asked to come on 05.08.2013. On that day Dr. Vinod Arora took FNAC from left breast which was reported as blood only 06.08.2013.  She went again on 21.08.2013 to operating surgeon and reported to have cancer (invasive ductal carcinoma) in right mastectomy report dated 20th August, 2013.
The complainant consulted Delhi State Cancer Institute on 27.08.2013, where she was advised ER, PR & Her 2 Neu from outside lab. She was also advised chemotherapy. Dr. Lal’s lab advised her to get another piece of block, since first one was not having any material.  Second block also revealed invasive ductal carcinoma (NOS), ER and PR Negative, her 2 new 3 +.  She applied for medical records to Medical Director GTB Hospital on 23.09.2014, 14.11.2014 and 22.12.2014 and RTI to get details of investigations and treatment, but did not get satisfactory reply.  She also failed to get records from DSCI vide application dated 22.12.2014.  She underwent PET CT scan on her own on 24.01.2014.
The Executive Committee observed that the OPD slip dated 03.07.2013 of Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital states lumps Right breast 1.5X 2.0 cm, T1 NO MO, plan right modified radical mastectomy.  The discharge slip 7903/13 dated 17.07.2013 of Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital mentioned HPE 13-B-6916 Invasive Carcinoma (2 slides for review from left breast show invasive carcinoma, signed by Dr. Bharat Singh).  FNAC of Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital left breast REPORTED ON 06.08.2013 13-B-7953 ‘SHOWS BLOOD ONLY’, reports by Dr. Neelam Wadhwa. 
Histopathology report of Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital dated 20.08.2013 CR NO. 20036495570 Path No. 7930/13 right mastectomy specimen indicated tumor size 1X1 cm, ductal carcinoma in situ present, invasive ductal carcinoma of no specific type. Histologic grade II, 1/23 Lymph node involved, LVI present. Impression: invasive ductal carcinoma of no specific type pT1cN1a; signed by Dr. V.K. Arya.
In view of the above, the Executive Committee observed that the patient was treated as per accepted professional practice in such case.  It is apparent that the confusion in this case arose because she had right breast carcinoma, which reported at as slide review at Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital as left breast carcinoma.  However, she was operated upon right breast carcinoma as per standard of care and histopathology of specimen came out as carcinoma.  FNAC from left breast revealed blood only.  
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to the complainant at Guru Teg Bahadur Hospital and Delhi State Cancer Institute.

Complaint stands disposed. 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 12th April, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 27th April 2017.
