The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Chand Mohammad Khan, r/o- House No.15/33, Shani Bazar Road, Near Masjid Kausar, Neb Sarai, New Delhi-110012, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.V.K. Mehta, F-1st , 108-A, Virat Road, Madangir, New Delhi-110062, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Sanjeeda at Dr. Mehta Urology & Surgery Centre, H-16B, Saket, New Delhi-110017.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 3rd June, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Chand Mohammad Khan, r/o- House No.15/33, Shani Bazar Road, Near Masjid Kausar, Neb Sarai, New Delhi-110012 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr.V.K. Mehta, F-1st , 108-A, Virat Road, Madangir, New Delhi-110062, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Sanjeeda at Dr. Mehta Urology & Surgery Centre, H-16B, Saket, New Delhi-110017 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, representation from Police Station, Ambedkar Nagar, New Delhi, copy of medical records of Dr.Mehta Urology & Surgery Centre and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that Smt. Sanjeeda underwent open cholecystectomy for cholelithiasis on 23rd June, 2013 at the said Hospital. The operating surgeon was Dr. V.K. Mehta. The patient continued to have pain abdomen after surgery for which she consulted Dr. V.K. Mehta;  post-operatively when she did not get relief, even after two years, she consulted PSRI Diwan Chand Imaging Centre where she was diagnosed as having remanant Gall Bladder on USG. Armed with the Ultrasound report, the patient’s husband has lodged the complaint that Dr.V.K. Mehta had not removed the Gall Bladder during cholecystectomy and therefore alleges negligence. On perusal of medical records of the said Hospital it  is  apparent

that Dr.V.K. Mehta had actually performed partial cholecystectomy during the cholecystectomy because of difficulties in taking out the whole Gall Bladder. The details are mentioned in the operation note of the said Hospital. It is noted that the Discharge Summary also makes mention that partial cholecystectomy was performed.
The Executive Committee observes that partial cholecystectomy is the correct procedure to be performed when it is not possible to take out the whole Gall Bladder because of operative difficulties.Dr. V.K. Mehta in performing partial cholecystectomy, in this case has not committed any negligence. If the patient continues to be symptomatic because of remanant Gall Bladder she may approach a higher centre for re-operative surgery.
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr.V.K. Mehta  in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Sanjeeda at Mehta Urology & Surgery Centre.
Complaint stands disposed.  “
