Subject : Medical opinion in complaint of Shri Mahesh Kumar Garg against Dr. S.K. Gupta of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi

The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from DCP (HQ), PHQ, New Delhi, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in complaint of Shri Mahesh Kumar Garg alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. S.K. Gupta of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother late Savitri Garg, resulting in her death on 7.9.2004.  The Council examined the complaint, case records of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital provided by Police Station Sarita Vihar.  Briefly stated the facts of the case are that late Savitri Garg, 70 years old, known case of CAD, old inferior wall MI, RBBB, Hypertension, CAG done 28.7.2004 was admitted in Indraprastha Apollo Hospital on 6th September, 2004 for PTCA.  She underwent PTCA + stenting to LAD & RCA on 7th September, 2004, consequent to which she developed bradycardia and respiratory arrest.  She expired on 7.9.2004; cause of death being CAD, inferior wall myocardial infarction, cardio respiratory arrest as per the death certificate of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.   The complainant alleges that Dr. S.K. Gupta’s option of performing PTCA in this case was a wrong decision.  He should have advised CABG as was opined by various doctors who had earlier examined the patient at different hospital.   It is also alleged that Dr. S.K. Gupta failed to exercise due care and skill in performing PTCA.  The Council is of the opinion that this patient could have been treated either by CABG or PTCA.  
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Both the modalities are accepted methods of treatment.  Dr. S.K. Gupta is competent to undertake PTCA in such a case.  The procedure has been done after a proper consent and was performed in accordance with the accepted professional practice.  An unfavourable outcome in the case of late Savitri Garg does not constitute any act of negligence on the part of Dr. S.K. Gupta.
