O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Rinku Singh s/o Shri Lt. Pradhan Singh, r/o- Matabarganj near by Kotawali,  Distt. Ajamgarh,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father Lt. Shri. Pradhan Singh at Max Super Speciality Hospital resulting in his death on 03.11.2015.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th June, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rinku Singh s/o late Shri Pradhan Singh, r/o- Matabarganj nearby Kotawali,  Distt. Ajamgarh, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, Saket Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father late Shri Pradhan Singh at Max Super Speciality Hospital resulting in his death on 03.11.2015.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sandeep Deputy Medical Superintendent enclosing written statement of Dr. Dinesh Khullar, Dr. Anant Kumar, Dr. Vikas Mittal, Dr. Sunil Kumar Agarwal, Dr. Puneet Agarwal, medical records of Max Super Speciality Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that complainant’s father late Shri Pradhan Singh operated for kidney transplant, donor being his wife and unfortunately the recipient late Shri Pradhan Singh had poor postoperative course and did not improve and ultimately died. The care given to late Shri Pradhan Singh was as per the standard of care given to chronic kidney disease patients on dialysis for transplant and postoperative course although tumultuous, however, he was medically given appropriate care. Surgeon took him again for re-exploration to find any specific cause of bleeding. The doctors taking care of late Shri Pradhan Singh are competent and experienced and they did their best to save the patient but were unsuccessful. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Max Super Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s father late Shri Pradhan Singh at Max Super Speciality Hospital.
Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th June, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 6th July, 2017.
