The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Lt. Col. Sh. Ashok Dogra (retd.) s/o Late. Pandit Sant Ram r/o- 266A, Noida, Gautam Budh Nagar, Uttar Pradesh-201301,forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging negligence on the part of Dr. Neha Goel and Dr. Saurabh Chaudhary of  I Care Hospital, E-3 A, Sector-26, Noida-201301, in the treatment administered to the complainant.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th July, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Lt. Col. Sh. Ashok Dogra (retd.) s/o Late. Pandit Sant Ram r/o- 266A, Noida, Gautam Budh Nagar, Uttar Pradesh-201301(referred hereinafter as the complainant),forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Neha Goel and Dr. Saurabh Chaudhary of  I Care Hospital, E-3 A, Sector-26, Noida-201301(referred hereinafter as the said Nursing Home), in the treatment administered to the complainant.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Saurabh Chaudhary, Dr. Neha Goel and Dr. Rewa Choudhry, Medical Superintendent of I care Hospital, copy of medical records of I care Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee observes that the complainant was diagnosed to have cataract with full thickness macular hole in his right eye and pseudophakia Left Eye with glaucoma suspect both eyes.  The complainant had VA of 6/24 P RE, 6/6LE. Complainant was operated for cataract and macular hole right eye by phacoemulsification with foldable IOL with pars palna vitrectomy with internal limiting membrane peeling endolaser, fluid gas exchange and C3F8 gas injection under local anaesthesia under guarded visual prognosis after pre- operative written informed consent and GVP duly signed by the complainant and relatives in presence of witness on 22.06.2015.  The surgery was uneventful.  All standard postoperative precautions were undertaken including prone positioning for minimum of two weeks.  The complainant was followed up for 3 weeks post-operatively, however, the macular hole was not close which was explained to the complainant by the treating doctors.

It is opined that the treatment of the complainant was as per the accepted professional practices in such cases.  Adequate preoperative, operative and postoperative care and precautions were undertaken as per standard protocol. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of I Care Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant. 
 Complaint stand disposed.
