O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Rais Ahmed Malik r/o- C-4/330, Sultan Puri, Delhi-110086, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Gupta Hospital, A-56, Main Kanjhawala Road, Budh Vihar, Phase-I, Delhi-110086, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt.Ruby at Gupta Hospital. 

 The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd June, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rais Ahmed Malik r/o- C-4/330, Sultan Puri, Delhi-110086(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Gupta Hospital, A-56, Main Kanjhawala Road, Budh Vihar, Phase-I, Delhi-110086, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt.Ruby(referred hereinafter as the Patient) at Gupta Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital). 

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, reply thereto of Dr. Rajni Gupta of Gupta Hospital  made to Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, copy of medical records of Gupta Hospital as supplied by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT. of Delhi, copy of medical records as provided by the complainant and other documents on records.

The Executive Committee notes that the patient delivered a female baby vaginally on  28th July, 2015 at the said Hospital on 5:33 pm but the placenta could not be separated. The patient developed severe PPH, for which she was referred to Jaipur Golden Hospital for further management. The patient was received in Jaipur Golden Hospital  with

pack inside vagina and foleys in situ with IV cannula. She was diagnosed as atonic PPH with very severe anaemia. The patient underwent emergency hysterectomy on 28th July, 2015 and was discharged on 02nd August, 2015.
In light of the above the  Executive  Committee  observes  that  Atonic PPH which developed in this patient is a known complication associated with normal deliveries. All medications to control bleeding were administered step wise, as per standard protocol. However, when the doctor, concluded that the patient needed to be referred to a higher Centre for necessary treatment like blood transfusion and hysterectomy, the same was done in a timely manner.
In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Gupta Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt.Ruby at Gupta Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.  “
