O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a reference from Consumer Disputes Redressal Forum-(IV), NE, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri. Suraj Gupta, r/o- E-338, West Karawal Nagar, North East, Delhi-110054, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of I.G.E.S.I Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complaint’s wife Smt. Sadhna Gupta, resulting in her death on 06.03.2012 at I.G.E.S.I. Hospital.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th July, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:

The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a reference from Consumer Disputes Redressal Forum-(IV), NE, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri. Suraj Gupta, r/o- E-338, West Karawal Nagar, North East, Delhi-110054(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of I.G.E.S.I Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complaint’s wife Smt. Sadhna Gupta, resulting in her death on 06.03.2012 at I.G.E.S.I. Hospital.
The Executive Committee perused the report from Consumer Disputes Redressal Forum-(IV) copy of complaint of Shri Suraj Gupta and other document as provided by Consumer Disputes Redressal Forum-(IV), written statement of Dy. Medical Superintendent of  IGESI enclosing therewith comments of Dr. Tarun Kumar Verma, IMO Gr. II, Dr. Sandeep Gupta Specialist (Chest), Dr. Anjali Nagar Specialist (Eye), Dr. Anshu Tandon Specialist (ENT), unsigned comments of Dr. Saibal Naha Speicalist (Anaesthesia), copy of medical records of IGESI Hospital, Jhilmil and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient Smt. Sandhya reported to ESI hospital on 22.01.2011 with complaint of pain and inability to lift right lower limb for the last one year along with past history of right septic hip joint. She was admitted two days afterwards on 24.01.2011 and was put on skin traction and later on she was discharged on 18.02.2011 on conservative treatment.  Patient was re- admitted on 19.04.2011 and   was operated with AMP, adductor tenotomy and relaxation of flexion contracture and was discharged 20.07.2011. And last time was treated in orthopaedic department on 22.12.2011.
The patient revisited the hospital on 25.02.2012 with complaint of fever and chills, her investigations revealed septicaemia. At that time the patient had crepts in chest and was admitted in chest ward. She developed convulsion on 03.03.2012 and later she became disoriented along with seizures.  On 05.03.2014 she developed severe breathing difficulty and started gasping for breath and she expired next at 4.45 am on 06.03.2012. The death of the patient was because of GTCS with chest infection and septicaemia. 
In view of the above, it is the opinion of the Executive Committee that death of the patient was not directly related to the orthopaedic treatment (which was administered as per accepted professional practice) received by her at I.G.E.S.I Hospital but due to other co-morbid conditions. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of I.G.E.S.I Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Smt. Sadhna Gupta, resulting in her death on 06.03.2012 at I.G.E.S.I. Hospital.
