O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from SHO, Police Station, Darya Ganj, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Vikas Khare s/o Late Sh. Gopi Chand r/o- 753, Prem Gali Subhash Road, Gandhi Nagar, Delhi-110031, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Premwati at Sanjeevan Hospital, 4869/24, Ansari Road, Darya Ganj, Delhi-110002, resulting in her death on 16.07.2016.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th July, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from SHO, Police Station, Darya Ganj, Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Vikas Khare s/o Late Sh. Gopi Chand r/o- 753, Prem Gali Subhash Road, Gandhi Nagar, Delhi-110031, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Premwati at Sanjeevan Hospital, 4869/24, Ansari Road, Darya Ganj, Delhi-110002, resulting in her death on 16.07.2016.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, copy of complaint of Shri Vikas Khare, written statement of Dr. Prem Aggarwal of Sanjeevan Hospital, medical records of Sanjeevan Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the late Smt. Premwati was admitted at Sanjeevan Hospital with chest pain and was subject to coronary angiogram. The catheter broke during the procedure and the pieces were lodged in descending aorta. This can happen and was not life threatening.  Patient was adequately managed and sent to GB Pant for percutaneous removal. The hospital adequately managed and transferred the patient realising their limitations.
The doctors of GB Pant were not successful in removing the broken pieces percutaneously, hence, surgical removal was advised. The patient transferred to BLK Hospital where surgery was performed successfully and broken pieces were removed surgically. The patient died due to Acute Myocardial Infarction about a month later. 

In  view of above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Prem Aggarwal in the treatment of late Smt. Premwati at Sanjeevan Hospital. 
Complaint stand disposed.
