O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Ramautar Singh Saini s/o Sh. Kalyan Singh Saini, Village-Ajitpur, P.S.-Civil Line, Rampur, U.P. , made to National Human Rights Commission, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of doctors of B.L. Kapoor Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother-in-law Smt. Laxmi Devi .

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th November, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Ramautar Singh Saini s/o Sh. Kalyan Singh Saini, Village-Ajitpur, P.S.-Civil Line, Rampur, U.P. (referred hereinafter as the complainant), made to National Human Rights Commission, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of doctors of B.L. Kapoor Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother-in-law Smt. Laxmi Devi (referred hereinafter as the patient).
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sanjay Mehta, Head Medical Services enclosing therewith joint written statement of Dr. Sunil Prakash, Dr. Ashwani Goel, Dr. Amit Kumar, Dr. Aninda Biswas, copy of medical records of BLK Super Speciality Hospital, other documents on record. 
It is alleged by the complainant that his mother-in-law who was suffering from infection in the kidney and was under treatment in Muradabad, on being advise to refer a higher center, as there was no improvement in her condition, was brought to Delhi and admitted in BLK Hospital on 25.05.2016. She was kept in the ICU till 13.05.2016 and then shifted to ward as there was improvement in her condition on 04.06.2016 it was informed by doctors since there was improvement in their condition there would be discharged on 06.06.2016. Instead of discharging on 06.06.2016 the doctor told them patient required to undergo dialysis. They subjected the patient to dialysis even though the BP was low. It is further alleged that during dialysis the patient was stated shivering and completion of dialysis her condition worsenet. The doctor informed it was normal for the patient to experience such thing during dialysis. The doctor there after admitted the patient in the MICU and put her on ventilator at night of 06.06.2016 the doctor informed the patient would required a heart surgery on 07.06.2016. The patient was discharged on ventilator. It is alleged that they doctor of BLK Hospital committed medical negligence in the treatment of the patient. The Executive Committee noted that Smt. Laxmi Devi was 60yrs a known case of HTN, CKD, Hypothyroidism was admitted on 25.05.2016 at BLK Hospital. The patient was evaluated and found to have fluid overload, and advanced azotemioa for which dialysis was given for stabilization her HRCT abdomen suggestive of extensive necrotic left supraclavicular, mediastinal upper abdominal, retroperitonial and pelvic lymphadenopathy with trace of free fluid in pelvis and borderline splenomegaly, B/1 Lower Lobe consolidation colleps with diffuse interstitial thickening ground glass haze and nodularity in the remaining visualized lund, likely interstitial pneumonitis. She was treated with antiobiotics, Hemodialysis and other supportive treatment. According to patient’s relatives wish, patient was discharged on 07.06.2016 against medical advice. Patient was shifted home with ventilatory and inotropic support.
The Executive Committee observes that the dialysis was initiated due to signs of fluid overload and drop in oxygen saturation. The BP was initially 100/60 mmghg and dialysis can be initiated. She apparently had poor LV function with EF of 25% on Echo done on 7th June, 2016. The poor cardiac function seems to be contributing factor to her worsening condition rather than dialysis. As per the records, patient’s attendants also refused for any cardiac intervention. The treatment provided was appropriate. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of B.L. Kapoor Hospital, Pusa Road, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother-in-law Smt. Laxmi Devi. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th November, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 24th November, 2017
