The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Kaushal Mudgal s/o Shri. Ghanshyam Mudgal, r/o- 198, Koteshwar Colony, Gwalior, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother Shri Sanjeev Mudgal   at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi-110060, resulting in his death.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 22nd September, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Kaushal Mudgal s/o Shri. Ghanshyam Mudgal, r/o- 198, Koteshwar Colony, Gwalior, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother Shri Sanjeev Mudgal (referred hereinafter as the patient)  at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi-110060, resulting in his death.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sunita Sunda, Medical Superintendent, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Anil Arora, Chairperson & Senior Consultant, Institute of Liver, Gastroentrology & Pancreaticobiliary Science, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, copy of Medical records of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee notes that the patient was admitted on 29th July, 2016 with complaint of breathing difficulty, decrease in urine output and swelling in lower limb and pain abdomen pain for last 4 days. The clinical assessment done at admission showed that he had evidence of decompensated chronic liver disease with evidence  of  sepsis,  renal  failure and cellulites  of  the  lower limb.  His general condition was poor at time of admission and he was hypertensive and was unable to maintain oxygen saturation. He was treated in high dependency unit, given broad spectrum antibiotics, inotropic support and ventilatory support in the form of Bipap support. He was intubated on 1.07.2016 and shifted in ICU. A wound culture done from cellulites showed evidence of multiple infections with Enterococcus, Kilebsiella and Acinetobacter. He also had features of coagulopathy and administered blood transfusion and fresh plasma. His endotracheal secretion showed Klebsiella Pneumonia. Antibiotics were adjusted adequately according to sensitivity report. However, despite adequate medical treatment, patient died on   11.08.2016. The record of the case shows that standard treatment protocol was followed by the hospital for medical management of this case.  

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Shri Sanjeev Mudgal at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed. “
