O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Dhananjay Sharma s/o Shri.Shyam Prakash Sharma, r/o- 24/13-14 Ground Floor, West Patel Nagar, Delhi-110008, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sukhbinder Singh Saggu and Apollo Specialty Hospital, 66 A/2, New Rohtak Road, Karol Bagh, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment administered to the complainant. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th December, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Dhananjay Sharma (referred hereinafter as the complainant), s/o Shri. Shyam Prakash Sharma, r/o- 24/13-14 Ground Floor, West Patel Nagar, Delhi-110008, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sukhbinder Singh Saggu and Apollo Specialty Hospital(referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), 66 A/2, New Rohtak Road, Karol Bagh, New Delhi-110005, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written of Dr. Nidhi Sareen, Medical Superintendent, Sant Parmanand Hospital, copy of medical records of Sant Parmanand Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that the complainant was diagnosed as acute cholecystitis with Empyema Gall Bladder and planned for Laparoscopic Cholecystectomy. He was taken up for surgery on 30.09.2016. During surgery, multiple adhesions with friable tissues in Calot's triangle were found. Partial cholecystectomy was performed keeping the safety of patient in view, which was the right thing to do in the given circumstances. The findings and the operative procedure performed (partial cholecystectomy) were recorded in the operation notes. The fact that partial in place of complete cholecystectomy was performed was not communicated to the patient nor was it mentioned in the discharge ticket of the patient.  This amounts to failure of proper communication on the part of the operating team, for which they are advised to be careful in future so that such lapses do not occur. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Sukhbinder Singh Saggu and Apollo Specialty Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant. 

Complaint stand disposed.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th December, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th January, 2018.
