Order


The Delhi Medical Council  examined a complaint of Shri P.R. Satheendran, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of respondents 1 & 2, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Valsamma Satheendran (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Majeedia Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital).

           The Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. Shalini Sud, copy of medical records of Majeedia Hospital and other documents on record. The following were heard in person:

Briefly stated the facts of the case are that the patient Smt. Valsamma Satheendran was admitted in Majeedia hospital on 29.4.2004 and discharged on 30.4.2004 for D&C with the

diagnosis of Posterior wall uterine fibroid with pelvic inflammatory diseases. However since her symptoms, mainly bleeding per vagina, did not improve she was advised hysterectomy for which she was admitted again in the said Hospital and Hysterectomy was done on 27.5.2004. Postoperative period was uneventful and the progress was satisfactory. She was discharged on 30.05.2004 with the advice to come for stitch removal on 03.06.2004 and continue the medicines as prescribed, but when the patient reported for stitch removal on 03.06.2004, the wound was found to be infected with gaping in the stitches. She was advised daily dressing of the wound so that re-stitching could be done & antibiotics were changed along with other necessary advices. During the following period the patient had her dressing done at Majeedia Hospital, by the gynecologist Dr.Sahalini herself and by other doctors whosoever was present during the time of dressing, till 11.06.2004. However on 12.6.2004 the patient was taken to Batra Hospital, New Delhi by the complainant on not being satisfied with the services being provided at Majeedia Hospital. At Batra Hospital her wound was dressed daily from 12.6.2004 to 18.6.2004. She was then admitted at Batra Hospital from 18.6.2004 till 24.6.2004 and during this period she underwent (I) serial debridement with dressing and (II) mesh Repair of the defect. She recovered from her illnesses subsequently and her wound has since healed.

      Infection of surgical wound, which has given rise to this complaint, is known to occur. There are some endogenous skin bacterial flora, which gets activated despite all the aseptic precautions and administration of antibiotics. In the present case no medical negligence could be attributed on the part of Respondents 1&2 in the treatment administered to the patient at the said Hospital. However there is enough scope to improve public relation in Majeedia Hospital and such issues necessitates review to improve the working in the Hospital.

Complaint stands disposed.
