Gurjit Singh, r/o WZ-45, 2nd Floor, Ugrasen Market, Sant Pura, New Delhi-110018, alleging medical negligence in the treatment of the complainant’s new born babies at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, West Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi-110026, resulting in their death.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 26th December, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police station Punjabi Bagh, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Manjit Kaur, w/o S. Gurjit Singh, r/o WZ-45, 2nd Floor, Ugrasen Market, Sant Pura, New Delhi-110018, alleging medical negligence in the treatment of the complainant’s new born babies at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, West Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi-110026, resulting in their death.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, West District, New Delhi, copy of complaint of Smt. Manjit Kaur, written statement statement of Dr. Mamta Jain, Medical Superintendent of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital enclosing therewith joint written statement of Dr. G.S. Kochhar, Dr. Naveen Jain, Dr. Veenu Singhal, copy of medical records of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital.
The Executive Committee noted that twins were born to Smt. Manjit Kaur w/o Shri Gurjit Singh at Maharaja Argrasen Hospital on 20.08.2016 by LSCS. Twin I born with a weight of 1.19 kg (29 weeks gestation) stayed in NICU had a stormy course, was on ventilator as well as CPAP at different times depending on the child’s condition. The twin II baby born on 20.08.2017 also had a stormy course. The child was treated as sepsis and shock. The treatment given to both twins in the hospital has been adequate and as per excepted professional practices in such cases. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s new born babies at Maharaja Agrasen Hospital. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
