The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Vipin Goyal, r/o 1/10786, FF, Panchsheel Garden, Naveen Shahdara, Delhi-110032, alleging negligence in the preparation of ultrasound report by Dr. Rajat Sachdeva, r/o C-59, Anand Vihar, Delhi-110092, and Kosmos Super speciality Hospital & Advanced Trauma Centre, C-60 Anand Vihar, Delhi-110092.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th December, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Vipin Goyal, r/o 1/10786, FF, Panchsheel Garden, Naveen Shahdara, Delhi-110032 (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging negligence in the preparation of ultrasound report of complainant’s wife Smt. Ritu Goyal by Dr. Rajat Sachdeva of Kosmos Super speciality Hospital & Advanced Trauma Centre, C-60 Anand Vihar, Delhi-110092.
It is noted that similar matter has also been referred by Police Station, Anand Vihar, Delhi. 
The Executive Committee perused the representation from the SHO Police Station, Anand Vihar, complaint, reply of Dr. Rajat Sachdeva made to SHO Police Station, Anand Vihar and other documents provided by the police. 
The Executive Committee noted that as per the complaint the complainant and his Smt. Ritu Goyal had been visiting Kosmos Super Specialty Hospital and advanced Trauma Centre (A unit of Sachdeva Medicare Pvt. Ltd.), C-60, Anand Vihar, Delhi-110092 for the ultrasound of his pregnant wife. During the period of six months, three times ultrasonography was done by Dr. Rajat Sachdeva (MD Radiologist) for his wife Smt. Ritu Goyal on dates of 16th October, 2016, 25th November, 2016 and 12th February, 2017. None of these reports alarms about the critical syndrome wherein heart is not properly developed, if we see second one done on 25th November, 2016 was detailed level-2 ultrasound which has reported normal cardiac activity and fetal heart 4 chamber well seen with normal situs with normal inflow and outflow tract, then later a February, 2017 report which was done at 31 weeks pregnancy also shows normal heart activity. A male child  born on 24th March, 2017 who had some breathing problem from 05th day of birth and eventually got diagnosed with hypoplastic left heart syndrome on 31st March, 2017, we had consulted doctors all across and as per the opinion of doctors , child will not survive over a few days, three level of surgery is only treatment possible which has low success rate and even after survival child will have maximum twenty years of painful life. Normal 4 chamber heart declared by Dr. Rohit Sachdeva in his report does not exist even on the birth of the child. This unfortunate life loss of a child could have been avoided if ultrasound was done with due care rather than the casual approach and medical negligence at doctor’s end. Child born had no normal heart earlier also as mentioned in all the three ultrasound reports done by Dr. Rajat Sachdeva, had the diagnosis done correctly, child could have been aborted then and there to avoid the pain and grief to the family and also to a child who has born to see the world for 15 days and then die. With the heavy heart and pain we feel, we seek action against Dr. Rajat Sachdeva and Kosmos Super Specialty Hospital and advanced trauma centre (A unit of Sachdeva Medicare Pvt. Ltd) for this act and seek cancellation of doctor degree and financially penalty and appropriate action against both in lieu of pain faced by our family. 
The Executive Committee observes that left hypoplastic heart syndrome may be missed on antenatal ultrasounds in 30-40 percent cases as per existing medical literature. {References: i) Pinto NM, Keenan HT, Minich LL et al. In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of negligence in the preparation of ultrasound report of Smt. Ritu Goyal by Dr. Rajat Sachdeva of Kosmos Super speciality Hospital & Advanced Trauma Centre, C-60 Anand Vihar, Delhi-110092. 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th December, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th January, 2018.
