O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Anju Gupta w/o Late Shri Parveen Kumar Gupta, r/o H. No.-2229/2, Achaar Bazar, Hakiman Street, Patiala-147001, Punjab, forwarded by the Medical Council of India alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Institute of Liver and Biliary Science, Vansant Kunj, New Delhi in the treatment administrated to complainant’s husband late Shri Parveen Kumar Gupta resulting in his death on the 9.3.2017 at GMC Patiala. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th April, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Anju Gupta w/o Late Shri Parveen Kumar Gupta, r/o H. No.-2229/2, Achaar Bazar, Hakiman Street, Patiala-147001, Punjab, forwarded by the Medical Council of India alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Institute of Liver and Biliary Science, Vansant Kunj, New Delhi in the treatment administrated to complainant’s husband late Shri Parveen Kumar Gupta resulting in his death on the 9.3.2017 at GMC Patiala.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Girish Chandra, Head Operations (Medical), Institute of Liver & Billary Sciences enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Ashok Kumar Chaudhary, copy of medical records of Institute of Liver & Billary Sciences.
The Executive Committee observes that Shri Praveen Kumar Gupta was a post liver transplant case, who had developed biliary cholangiopathy and had undergone ERCP at Institute of Liver & Biliary Sciences. The standard protocol for the procedures was  followed by Dr. Manoj Singh of Institute of Liver & Biliary Sciences using aseptic precautions. But the patient was on immunosuppression  and    thus    was   prone    to   infection .  After  the  
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procedure ,  he  developed  septic encephalopathy and was thus shifted  to  ICU for further management.  In course of his stay in the hospital, he also developed cerebral embolism for which neurological assessment and management was done as per standard protocol. He required ventilatory support during his stay and had shown some improvement in the sensorium.  But at this stage , the patient’s attendants got him discharged against medical advice  and shifted him to Government Medical College, Patiala, where he died. 
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that late Shri Parveen Kumar Gupta was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Institute of Liver and Biliary Science in the treatment administrated to complainant’s husband late Shri Parveen Kumar Gupta.

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 11th April, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
