The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police North West District, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Ms. Jyoti d/o Mahesh r/o Jhuggi B-951, ITI Jahangir Puri, Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital, Jahangir Puri, Delhi.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police North West District, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Ms. Jyoti d/o Mahesh r/o Jhuggi B-951, ITI Jahangir Puri, Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital, Jahangir Puri, Delhi. 
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Dy. Commissioner of Police, written statement of Medical Superintendent, Babu Jagivan Ram Hospital, enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Tarun Kr. Ravi, Dr. Raj Kumar Aggarwal, Dr. Birender Kumar, Dr. Sakshi Sharma, Mr. Hazari Lal, Mrs. Shabnam, Dr. Jha Raghunath Surendra, copy of medical records of Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that the child Jyoti 10 years old female was brought to the pediatric casualty of Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital on 19th June, 2017 at 04.57 am. As per the emergency registration card of the Hospital, the child was examined by Dr. Sakshi Sharma, Junior resident on duty and initial treatment was given. The child was advised to be kept under observation for two hours, as is noted in the emergency registration card (BJRE-12/044) dated 19.06.2017 of Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital.  However, as per the complaint of Mr. Mahesh, father of the child, the child was asked to be taken home. At home it seems that the child had generalized convulsion and hence was brought back to the same hospital at 10:22 am (19.06.2017). As per hospital records, this time the child’s general condition was critical with altered sensorium and gasping. The child was immediately admitted and appropriate treatment was started. Since the child required ventilator support, she was referred to Safdarjung Hospital at 12.30 pm on 19.06.2017 for further management. Later she was received in Safdarjung Hospital at 1.45 pm. She expired next day (20.06.2017) in Safdarjung Hospital as per the complaint. No post-mortem was done and the body of the child was cremated by the parents on the same day. Thus based on the hospital records and statements of the doctors, it is observed that this child was given proper initial treatment and was advised to be kept for observation in the hospital, whereas the parents took the child  home, where her condition deteriorated. On second visit to Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital at 10:22 am the child was diagnosed as  a case of suspected meningitis menigoencephalitis/shock/ respiratory failure/ pulmonary hemorrhage and was treated as per standard  protocol and referred to Safdarjung Hospital in a timely manner (at 12:30pm) as she required PICU (Pediatric Intensive Care Treatment) and ventilator care, which apparently was not available in Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital. The child, unfortunately expired because of her underlying condition as noted hereinabove, which carries a poor prognosis.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the late Ms. Jyoti was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of  Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital and  prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Babu Jagjivan Ram Hospital, Jahangir Puri, Delhi. 
Complaint stand disposed.” 
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 24th April, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 25th May, 2018.
