O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation form Police Station Moti Nagar, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Shiv Singh Rawat s/o Shri Dayal Singh r/o H.No. 322, A- Block, Shastri Nagar, Delhi, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of ESI Hospital Basai Dara Pur and Action Cancer Hospital A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi in the treatment administered to complainant’s wif e Smt. Shashi Rawat resulting in her death.
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation form Police Station Moti Nagar, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Shiv Singh Rawat s/o Shri Dayal Singh r/o H.No. 322, A- Block, Shastri Nagar, Delhi,(referred hereinafter as the complainant) forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of ESI Hospital Basai Dara Pur and Action Cancer Hospital A-4, Paschim Vihar, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospitals) in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Shashi Rawat(referred hereinafter as the patient) resulting in her death.

The Executive Committee perused  the representation from Police, copy of complaint of Shri Shiv Singh Rawat, written statement of Dr. Asha Aggarwal, Medical Superintendent, Action Cancer Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. J.B. Sharma,  written statement of Shri. Vikas Kunal, Deputy Director (Legal Cell), ESIC Model Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Maj Gen (Dr.) P.K. Patnaik VSM, copy of medical records of Action Cancer Hospital, ESIC Model Hospital and NKS Hospital.
The Executive Committee notes that the patient a 41 years old female with complaints of stones in the gall bladder underwent cholecystectomy on 05th June, 2014, which was performed by Dr. P.K. Patnaik at ESI Hospital, Basaidarapur, New Delhi and was discharged on 09th June, 2014. The biopsy report dated 13th June, 2014 of gall bladder of ESI Hospital gave finding of gall bladder wall showing chronic inflammation and thickening. Subsequently after almost six months the patient was admitted in NKS Hospital on 16th January, 2015 with complaints of loss of apetite, vomiting, no food intake since one week, bodyache history of jaundice. She was investigated and treated conservatively. The MRCP report dated 17th January, 2015 of Medix Diagnostic and MRI Centre was suggestive of Proximal hilar stricture. She was discharged on 21st January, 2015 with advice to undergo ERCP/ CT Angiography Abdomen. On 22nd January, 2015, she was again admitted in ESI Hospital Basaidarapur and diagnosed as a case of obstructive jaundice with intrahepatic biliary radial dilation. She was treated conservatively and on 27th January, 2015 referred to ESI empanel centre for ERCP +Stenting + brush biopsy.   On 27th January, 2015 ERCP was done at BL Kapoor Hospital, Pusa road, New Delhi. During ERCP there was obstruction at the level of Pyloric Antrum due to suspected Entrinsic compression. The histopathology and cytopathology report dated 28th January, 2015 of pyloric channel biopsy gave no finding of malignancy. The patient was advised triple phase CT Abdomen. Dr. P.K. Patnaik asked the patient to be brought back to ESI Hospital, Basaidarapur. The patient was discharged from B.L. Kapoor Hospital on 30th January, 2015 and admitted at ESI Hospital on the same day.  On 12th February, 2015 the patient underwent Hepatico Jejunostomy with Gastrojejunostomy, which was performed by Dr. P.K. Patnaik. The biopsy report (No. 2698) dated 12th February, 2015 of ESI Hospital of Antrectomy specimen was suggestive of Adeno carcinoma. The patient was discharge on 07th March, 2015 and advised chemotherapy. The whole body PET-CT scan report dated 27th March, 2015 of Ganesh Diagnostic and Imaging Centre, Sector-08, Rohini, Delhi, was suggestive of active hypodensity in caudate lobe ? metastases with mild ascites. She was admitted in Action Cancer Hospital on 10th April, 2015 and underwent chemotherapy and discharged on 13th April, 2015. She was again referred by ESI Hospital, Basaidarapur, New Delhi on 17th April, 2015 to an empanelled oncology centre for 02nd cycle of chemotherapy on 25th April, 2015. Unfortunately the patient presented to ESI Hospital on 18th April, 2015 with dyspnea and her condition continued to worsen and she expired at 04:55 pm on 18th April, 2015.
The Executive Committee observes that the cholecystectomy procedure performed on the patient on 05th June, 2014 by Dr. P.K. Patnaik was warranted in view of the stones in the gall bladder and the same was done as per accepted professional practices in such cases. The histopathology report dated 13th June, 2014 of gall bladder did not give any finding of malignancy. The second surgery performed by Dr. P.K. Patnaik of hepatico jejunostomy done on 12th February, 2015 was to treat the condition of obstructive jaundice and was also performed as per standard protocol. The palliative chemotherapy given at Action Cancer Hospital was in view of the patient being suffering from Adeno carcinoma was also in accordance with standard line of treatment. 

In view of the observation made hereinabove, we are of the view that the patient died due to her underlying disease which had a poor prognosis, inspite of appropriate treatment.

It is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that late Smt. Shashi Rawat was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of ESI Hospital Basai Dara Pur or Action Cancer Hospital in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Shashi Rawat.

Matter stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
